NOTES TO THE INTERIM FINANCIAL REPORT

A1
Basis of preparation

The interim financial report is unaudited and has been prepared in compliance with FRS134 Interim Financial Reporting and should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements of the Group for the year ended 31 December 2005.

The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by the Group in this interim financial report are consistent with those adopted in the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2005, except that the Group has adopted the applicable new/revised Financial Reporting Standards (FRS) for the financial year beginning 1 January 2006. 

A summary of the principal impact on the Group’s accounting policies resulting from the adoption of new or revised standards are as follows:

a) FRS 140 Investment Property

Investment property, comprising office shop lots, is held for rental yields and is not occupied by the Group. The investment property is measured using the cost model which is in accordance with the measurement of property, plant and equipment. In accordance with FRS 140, investment property is separately classified on the balance sheet. In prior years, investment property was not separately classified and was presented as part of property, plant and equipment.

Review of performance

Revenue for the Group for the current quarter ended 30 September 2006 amounted to RM10.80 million which saw an increase of RM2.22 million or 25.9% from that of the previous year’s corresponding quarter of RM8.58 million. Net profit before taxation improved by 57.7% from the previous year’s corresponding quarter of RM1.75 million to RM2.76 million for the current quarter ended 30 September 2006. 

For the 9 months ended 30 September 2006, the Group recorded a revenue of RM27.06 million compared to RM25.93 million achieved in the same period of 2005. The Group recorded a profit before taxation of RM6.46 million compared to RM3.82 million in the corresponding period of the last financial year.  This was mainly due to completion of significant stages in certain higher margin projects in the third quarter.

Willowglen (Malaysia) Sdn Bhd (“WMSB”) vs I-Cert Sdn Bhd (“I-Cert”)

On 31 May 2001, WMSB had filed suit No. D4-22-971-2001 in the Kuala Lumpur High Court against I-Cert.  The net amount claimed was RM286,168.98 after deducting RM105,000.00 recovered from I-Cert and the amount agreed to be paid to WMSB of RM410,981.52 by the principal employer of I-Cert.   The Court granted an Order In Terms for the Application for Summary Judgment against I-Cert on 4 April 2004.

On 20 February 2004, the Judge allowed I-Cert’s Appeal against the Summary Judgment on the basis that there exist triable issues that need to be canvassed in a Full Trial.  

On 17 January 2006 after many postponements, the Judge granted judgment in favour of WMSB and awarded a sum of RM205,752.50 with interest of 8% per annum from the date of judgment until full settlement with legal costs to be paid by I-Cert. On 16 February 2006, I-Cert’s lawyer served their Notice of Appeal against the Court’s decision. On 16 October 2006, Notice pursuant to Section 218 of the Companies Act 1965 was served upon I-Cert.

(b)
Dectra Sdn Bhd (“Dectra”) vs Willowglen (Malaysia) Sdn Bhd (“WMSB”)

On 2 August 2002, WMSB filed the Winding Up Petition (Kuala Lumpur High Court Winding Up No. D1-28-680-2002) against Dectra for the outstanding debts of RM335,475.  However, on 26 December 2002, WMSB was served with a Writ of Summons (Kuala Lumpur High Court Writ Of Summons No: D8-22-1796-02) dated 8 November 2002 by Dectra.  The claim against WMSB is for specific damages amounting to RM1.2 million plus other damages, relief, interest and legal fees, the amount of which could not be ascertained as at the date of this announcement.

Dectra Sdn Bhd (“Dectra”) vs Willowglen (Malaysia) Sdn Bhd (“WMSB”) (continued)

On 12 March 2003 the Winding Up Petition filed by WMSB against Dectra was dismissed with costs on the grounds that there is a bona fide dispute by Dectra.  As a result, WMSB filed an application to amend its Statement of Defense for the Dectra suit to include the outstanding sum of RM335,475.00 due to WMSB as a counter claim. 

On 12 April 2006, the Judge granted judgment in favour of WMSB and awarded a sum of RM335,475.00, with interest from 26 May 2003 till the date of full realisation and costs. On 9 May 2006, Dectra’s lawyer served their Notice of Appeal against the Court’s decision.

On 8 August 2006, WMSB served a new Winding Up Petition against Dectra to recover the above judgment sum. The hearing date has been postponed to 8 March 2007.
