Review of performance

The Group’s main market continues to be Singapore and Malaysia.  The Singapore operations contributed 81% of the group revenue with the balance coming from Malaysia. Whereas in Indonesia we are still at exploration stage where we are targeting various business opportunities despite the complex and challenging business environment.
Revenue for the current quarter increased by 3.91% to RM15.65 million from RM15.06 million achieved in the preceding year’s corresponding quarter.  Profit before tax increased to RM4.30 million compared to RM3.25 million recorded in the preceding year’s corresponding quarter. 
For the financial year ended 31 December 2011, the Group recorded lower revenue of RM52.16 million compared to RM54.47 million achieved in 2010.  The Group recorded lower profit before taxation of RM10.18 million or a decrease of 11.97% from RM11.56 million achieved in 2010.  
The lower profit before taxation is mainly due to lower turnover from the Malaysia operations, higher R&D expenses and the one-off revaluation gain in investment properties of RM0.51 million which was recorded in 2010.
