ADDITIONAL INFORMATION REQUIRED BY THE LISTING REQUIREMENTS OF THE BURSA MALAYSIA SECURITIES BERHAD 

B1.     Review of Performance 

For the quarter ended, 31 March 2005, the Group recorded revenue of RM12.3 million, representing a decrease of approximately 30.6% as compared to RM17.7 million achieved in the preceding year corresponding quarter. However, profit before taxation for the current quarter increased by 43.9% to RM1.0 million as compared to the preceding year’s profit before taxation of RM0.7 million. The lower revenue in the quarter under review was mainly because there is no longer revenue contribution from the Prepaid Reload Business. The growth in profit before tax was brought about mainly due to increased sales generated from rental of electronic draft capture terminals and to supply EMV chip-based cards.

For the current quarter under review, the Group recorded revenue of RM12.3 million, representing a decrease of 29.9% as compared to RM17.5 million recorded in the previous quarter. As a result of lower revenue, the profit before taxation for the current quarter has also decreased by 75% to RM1.0 million as compared to RM4.1 million for the previous quarter. The lower profit before taxation for the current quarter compared to the preceding quarter was mainly due to the higher sales of electronic draft capture terminals and payment solutions during the quarter leading to 31 December 2004, the deadline set by Bank Negara Malaysia for the EuroPay-MasterCard-Visa (“EMV”) migration.

Current Year's Prospects

Barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Board is positive of the Company’s performance in the financial year ending 31 December 2005. In the year 2005, the Company will continue to be more aggressive in the merchant-acquiring activities with regard to our strategic tie-up with merchant-acquiring financial institutions. 

The Company is of the opinion that growth prospects will come from sales of EMV-compliant terminals to banks' merchants due to improved fraud mitigation with the chip-based payment infrastructure, sales of software solutions and to supply EMV chip-based cards.

Profit forecast and Profit Guarantee

The Company has not issued any profit forecast and profit guarantee for the current year.

B5.
Taxation 

The taxation charge is in respect of interest income. There is no taxation charge on the business source of income as the Company was granted pioneer status which exempts its income from taxation for a period of five (5) years commencing from 1 June 1999. This exemption only applies in respect of income derived from the Company's MSC-qualifying activities as set out in its application documents submitted to Multimedia Development Corporation Sdn Bhd at the time when the Company applied for Multimedia Super Corridor status. The pioneer status can be renewed upon application by the Company on or before 1 June 2004 for a further period of five (5) years. The company has obtained approval   for another five (5) years extension for pioneer status from 1 June 2004, vide letters from Multimedia Development Corporation Sdn Bhd dated 21 June 2004 and Ministry of International Trade and Industry, Malaysia dated 15 September 2004.

The Company had applied FRS 112, Income Taxes, whereby under FRS 112, deferred tax liabilities are provided for, using the liability method, on temporary differences at the balance sheet date, between the tax bases of assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts in the financial statement.

Status of Corporate Proposals

There were no corporate proposals announced and not completed as at the date of this report except the following:- 

(i) The Company proposed two-call rights issue of up to 204,222,660 on the basis of three (3) rights shares for every five (5) existing shares held at an indicative issue price of RM0.10 per rights share in the Company (“Proposed Right Issue”).

(ii) The Company proposed Employee Share Option Scheme (“ESOS”) of up to 15% of the issued and paid-up share capital of the Company (“Proposed ESOS”).

(iii)  The Company proposed increase in the authorised share capital of the Company from RM50,000,000 comprising 500,000,000 shares to RM100,000,000 comprising 1,000,000,000 shares (“Proposed Increase in Authorised Share Capital”).

(iv) The Company seeking shareholders’ mandate and ratification for recurrent related-party transactions of a revenue nature at its forthcoming Extraordinary General Meeting.

Status of Utilisation of Proceeds Raised from Corporate Proposal 
The proceeds from the Group's Initial Public Offering amounted to RM12.6 million, of which RM11.294 million was for working capital and RM1.306 million was for defraying listing expenses. Proceeds earmarked for listing expenses have been disbursed accordingly. As at to date, the Company has fully utilised the RM11.294 million as working capital to purchase the EMV-compliant electronic draft capture terminals.

Repayments commence on the first day of the fourth month after the first drawdown.
