Basis of Preparation

On June 15, 2004, the share capital of the Company was increased to RM14,680,067 by the bonus issue of 55,050,252 new ordinary shares of RM0.10 each on the basis of three (3) new ordinary shares for every five (5) existing shares held.
The new ordinary shares issued rank pari passu in all respects with the then existing ordinary shares of the Company.

Dividends Paid

A final dividend of 5%, tax-exempt, equivalent to 0.5 sen per share, amounting to RM458,752 in respect of financial year ended December 31, 2003 was paid by the Company on June 25, 2004 to all holders of ordinary shares whose name appeared in the Record of Depositors at the close of business on June 10, 2004.

EXPLANATORY NOTES PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 7 OF THE LISTING REQUIREMENTS OF BURSA MALAYSIA SECURITIES BERHAD
1.
Review of Performance

The Group’s revenue for the current financial period ended September 30, 2004 increased to RM15.538 million from RM13.431 million in the prior financial period ended September 30, 2003 while the profit before tax increased to RM4.581 million from RM3.612 million for the respective periods.  The improvement in the performance for the financial period to date was mainly due to increased orders from its customers in the connector industry. 

The Group’s revenue for the current quarter ended September 30, 2004 increased to RM5.379 million from RM4.331 million in the quarter ended September 30, 2003 while the profit before tax increased to RM1.723 million from RM1.244 million for the respective periods.  This was mainly attributed to higher revenue generated in the current quarter.
There are no other material factors which have affected the revenue and profit before tax of the Group for the current quarter and financial period-to-date.

Variation of Results against Preceding Quarter

The Group has recorded a pre-tax profit of RM1.723 million for the current quarter as compared to a pre-tax profit of RM1.550 million in the preceding quarter.  The variance between current quarter and preceding quarter is due to lower operating expenses incurred and other income from disposal of motor vehicles for the current quarter.

Current Year Prospects

Barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Directors anticipate that the performance of the Group for the financial year ending December 31, 2004 will be stronger than last financial year.
