EXPLANATORY NOTES PURSUANT TO FINANCIAL REPORTING STANDARD 134 (“FRS 134”) 

1.
Basis of Preparation

The interim financial statements are prepared in accordance with FRS 134 “Interim Financial Reporting” and Chapter 7 Part VI of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (“Bursa Securities”) for the MESDAQ Market, and should be read in conjunction with the Company’s audited financial statements for the year ended December 31, 2004.

The accounting policies and presentation adopted for the interim financial statements are consistent with those adopted for the audited financial statements for the year ended December 31, 2004.

Audit Qualification

The audited financial statements for the year ended December 31, 2004 were not subject to any qualification.

3.
Seasonal or Cyclical Factors

The Group’s revenue is seasonally higher in the second and third quarters due to its industry linkage to the electricals and electronics sector and will be generally lower in the first and fourth quarters of the financial year when there are lesser working days due to festive holidays.

There were no unusual items affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flow for the period under review.

Save as disclosed below, there was no issuance and repayment of debts and equity securities for the current financial period-to-date.

On June 20, 2005, the share capital of the Company was increased to RM16,068,247 by the issuance of 10,289,000 new ordinary shares of RM0.10 each at RM0.24 each pursuant to the Special Issue as mentioned in Note B8.

The new ordinary shares issued rank pari passu in all respects with the existing ordinary shares of the Company.

Dividends Paid

A final dividend of 10%, tax-exempt, equivalent to 1 sen per share, amounting to RM1,503,935 in respect of financial year ended December 31, 2004 was paid by the Company on June 15, 2005 to all holders of ordinary shares whose names appeared in the Record of Depositors at the close of business on June 3, 2005.

B.
EXPLANATORY NOTES PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 7 OF THE LISTING REQUIREMENTS OF BURSA MALAYSIA SECURITIES BERHAD

1.
Review of Performance

The Group’s revenue for the current financial period ended June 30, 2005 of RM9.816 million is slightly lower than the revenue in the prior corresponding financial period ended June 30, 2004 of RM10.159 million.  The profit before tax for the period ended June 30, 2005 amounted to RM2.390 million, which is marginally lower than the profit before tax of RM2.858 million for the previous year corresponding period.  The decrease was mainly due to lower orders in the first quarter.

Revenue for the second quarter improved due to strong export orders and orders from a new customer, i.e Stats Chippac Malaysia Sdn Bhd (“Chippac”), a multinational corporation which is principally involved in the semiconductor industry.  The Group secured new orders from Chippac for the fabrication of wire-bonding kits which are crucial production tools for the semiconductor industry.  Export strengthened and accounted for 32% of the Group’s revenue in the first half year of 2005, growing from 16% in the corresponding financial period in 2004.
There are no other material factors which have affected the revenue and profit before tax of the Group for the current quarter and financial period-to-date.

Variation of Results against Preceding Quarter

The Group has recorded a pre-tax profit of RM1.511 million for the current quarter as compared to a pre-tax profit of RM0.879 million in the preceding quarter.  The variance between current quarter and preceding quarter is mainly due to higher sales in the current quarter.  

3.
Current Year Prospects

The Board anticipates that the recent de-peg of Ringgit Malaysia against US Dollar will not have a material impact on the financial statements of the Group as Ringgit Malaysia has not appreciated sharply after the removal of the peg. The Group expects that its export orders will further improve in the second half of year 2005 and anticipates to receive additional orders from its new customer, Chippac.  Barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Directors anticipate that the performance of the Group for the financial year ending December 31, 2005 will be maintained as per last financial year.

Status of Corporate Proposals

i.  Outstanding uncompleted corporate proposal
Save as disclosed below, there is no outstanding uncompleted corporate proposal as at the date of this quarterly report.

On April 7, 2005, the shareholders of the Company had at an Extraordinary General Meeting approved a special issue of 25,906,000 new ordinary shares of RM0.10 each in LNG to Bumiputera investors to be approved by the Ministry of International Trade and Industry (“MITI”) (“Special Issue”). The Special Issue is to facilitate compliance with the National Development Policy requirement.   

As of todate, the Company has allotted and issued a total of 10,289,000 LNG Shares, being a portion of the Special Issue Shares to certain Bumiputera institutions approved by the MITI at an issue price of RM0.24 per share (Note A6).

Barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Board expects the Special Issue to be completed by December 31, 2005.

ii.  Utilisation of proceeds
As of todate, the Company has raised a proceed of approximately RM2.5 million from the issuance of 10,289,000 Special Issue Shares.  The status of utilisation of the proceeds raised is as follows:

*  In line with its expansion plan, the Group intends to construct a new manufacturing plant located at Kawasan Perindustrian Tanjung Agas, Muar, Johor to house the manufacturing operations of high precision moulds, tools and dies, and plastic injection moulding.  The total cost of construction, which includes the cost of the land to be identified and acquired by the Company, is estimated at RM10 million, to be satisfied by way of proceeds from the Special Issue, internally generated funds and/or borrowings.  As of todate, the Company is still in the midst of identifying a suitable parcel of land for the construction of the new manufacturing plant.
