Review of Results for the Quarter and Year To Date
Revenue for the current quarter and year to date reduced to approximately RM15.60 million and RM 39.17 million respectively due mainly to the slowdown in the global E&E industry. The loss before tax is mainly due to the drastic drop in the sales of transformers. The Group recorded an unaudited loss before tax of RM 1.70 million and RM 1.60 million respectively for the current quarter and current year to date.

Comparison With Immediate Preceding Quarter’s Results

For the current quarter, the Group achieved lower revenue of RM 15.60 million as compared to RM 23.56 million in the preceding quarter. The Group posted a loss before tax of RM 1.70 million for the current quarter as compared to profit before tax of RM 0.11 million in the preceding quarter. The loss before tax is mainly due to the drastic drop in the sales of transformers and lower profit margin.

Current Year Prospects

As a result of global financial crisis and uncertainty in the future economic situation, we again expect the next financial quarter to be challenging.

Save as below, there was no corporate proposal announced but not completed as at the date of this report.
The Board of Directors of Scope (“Board”) had on 3 June 2008 announced that Scope, through its wholly-owned subsidiary company, Scope Sales & Services Sdn. Bhd. (“SSS”) proposed to subscribe for 40% of the issued and paid-up share capital of Dien Quang – Scope Joint Stock Company (“DQS”). Subsequently, on 31 July 2008, the Board had announced that SSS proposed to subscribe for an additional 5% of the issued and paid-up share capital of DQS. 
On 30 September 2008, the Board had announced that the time frame for the subscription of 45% of the shares in DQS (“Subscription”) has been deferred to a later date. As at to-date, SSS has made a partial payment of USD540,000 (equivalent to approximately RM1,755,000) for the Subscription. Scope is up to-date with its obligation for the Subscription.
