Subsequent Events

Save as disclosed below, there are no material events subsequent to the end of the interim period under review that have not been reflected in the financial statements.
A. Subscription of new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each in Key Alliance Sdn Bhd (“Share Subscription”)

On 11 August 2005, DVM had subscribed additional 229,500 new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each in Key Alliance Sdn Bhd (“KASB”) (“KASB Shares”), a 51%-owned subsidiary, at par for total cash consideration of RM229,500. The Share Subscription was completed on 11 August 2005.
The Share Subscription involved issuance of 450,000 new KASB Shares. Out of these 450,000 new KASB Shares, DVM and Mr Lee Cheng Hueng (“LCH”), an existing shareholder who held 49% equity interest in KASB prior to the Share Subscription, subscribed for 229,500 (51%) and 220,500 (49%) new KASB Shares at par respectively. Following the Share Subscription, DVM and LCH hold 357,000 and 343,000 KASB Shares respectively with their respective equity interest in KASB remain unchanged at 51% and 49% respectively.

B. Proposed Private Placement

On 29th August 2005, the Company announced to undertake a Proposed Private Placement involving the issuance of up to ten percent (10%) of the issued and paid up share capital of the Company.

Changes in Contingent Assets and Contingent Liabilities
