The Company recorded an increase in revenue from RM5.771 million for the preceding year corresponding quarter ended 30 September 2004 to RM10.409 million for the current year quarter ended 30 September 2005 mainly due to the sales of Touch ESMs. This resulted in the corresponding increase in the profit before taxation from RM1.326 million for the preceding year corresponding quarter ended 30 September 2004 to RM1.787 million for the current year quarter ended 30 September 2005.

The revenue of the Company has increased from RM11.020 million for the preceding year corresponding nine (9) months ended 30 September 2004 to RM15.476 million for the current year nine (9) months ended 30 September 2005. The revenue of RM10.409 million for the current quarter ended 30 September 2005 is mainly derived from the sale of Touch ESMs and recurring income generated from transaction charges by outsourcing the Touch ESM products.

The Company recorded an increase in revenue from RM2.037 million for the preceding quarter ended 30 June 2005 to RM10.409 million for the current quarter ended 30 September 2005 mainly due to a major increase in the sales of Touch ESMs as the Touch ESM products were implemented successfully after undergoing testing and integration procedures in the previous quarters of 2005.

The increase in revenue is reflected by an improvement from the loss before taxation of RM1.399 million for the preceding quarter ended 30 June 2005 to a profit before taxation of RM1.787 million for the current quarter ended 30 September 2005

Prospects


OpenSys’ customers in the telecommunication and insurance sector currently prefer the Business Process Outsourcing (BPO) model instead of outright sales where the customers pay by transaction charges for the use of its Touch ESM products. The Company is thus able to generate recurring monthly income and cash flow from these outsourcing operations. The Company has continued to market its products in Malaysia and abroad.

OpenSys had made progress in its marketing efforts whereby trials and testing for potential customers have been conducted in China, United Arab Emirates, Indonesia and Singapore.  These trials and testing are now nearing completion and the Directors expect them to successfully translate into revenue for the Company.
