Our revenue increased to RM5.777 million for the second quarter this year ending 31 December 2006 compared to RM2.037 million for the corresponding quarter in the preceding year ended 31 December 2005. This is due to an increase in outright sales of ESM, software and transaction charges generated from outsourcing of equipment. As a result, we achieved a profit before tax of RM0.033 million this quarter as opposed to a loss before tax of RM1.399 million for the corresponding quarter last year. Without the compensation expense recognised in the income statement relating to share options granted under our employee share option scheme, we had achieved a profit before tax of RM0.375 million for the current quarter ended 30 June 2006.
