The improvement in sales volume as well as the profit contribution from the jointly controlled entity has further contributed to the increase in PBT.

This proposed variation is not subject to any regulatory approval and/or Company’s shareholders approval. However in view of the significant variation of the proposed utilisation of proceeds, the Board had vide its letter dated 30 April 2007, notified the Securities Commission on the proposed variation. The proposed variation involved the allocation of RM400,000 from expansion of the KIB Group’s polymeric division to working capital for the KIB Group.
