The revenue for the current quarter under review is mainly derived from the sales of in-house developed solution, namely tmsEKP and software application development. The decrease in revenue as compared to the previous quarter is mainly due to the decrease in the sales of tmsEKP. As a result of the lower revenue and lower profit margin for third party hardware and solutions, the Group registered a loss before taxation of approximately RM0.8 million as compared to a profit before taxation of approximately RM0.3 million for the quarter ended 31 December 2006.

16. Commentary on Prospects

Based on the existing order book and project secured during the quarter, the revenue of the Group is expected to improve in the second quarter of the year. Accordingly, barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Group anticipates the financial performance for the coming quarter to improve.

17. Profit Forecast and Profit Guarantee

The Company did not issue any profit forecast or profit guarantee in any public document during the quarter under review.

18. Taxation

The effective tax rate of the Group is lower than the statutory tax rate of 28% as no provision for taxation is made for the Company and a subsidiary as both companies were granted Multimedia Super Corridor (“MSC”) status and enjoyed the tax exemption during the quarter under review. The current tax charge is in respect of interest income derived from the placement of deposits with financial institutions.

19. Sale of Unquoted Investments and Properties

There were no sale of unquoted investments and properties during the quarter under review.

20. Quoted Securities

The Group did not have any investment in quoted securities as at the date of this report.

21. Status of Corporate Proposals

Other than as disclosed in Note 10, there were no corporate proposals as at 18 May 2007 (the latest practicable date not earlier than seven (7) days from the date of issue of this report).
