Quarterly report on unaudited consolidated results for the financial period ended 30 June 2006

Notes:-

1. Accounting policies and methods of computation

The quarterly financial report is unaudited and has been prepared in accordance with FRS 134 "Interim Financial Reporting" and the amended Appendix 7A of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Securities for the MESDAQ market.  The quarterly financial report should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements of the Company for the year ended 30 June 2005.

The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by the Company in this quarterly financial report are consistent with those adopted in the audited financial statements for the year ended 30 June 2005.

2. Qualification on the Auditors' Report of preceding annual financial statements

The auditors' report of the Company's Annual Financial Statements for the year ended 30 June 2005 was not subject to any qualification.

3. Seasonal or cyclical factors

The business operations within the industry are not affected by seasonal and cyclical factors.

4. Exceptional or extraordinary items

There were no exceptional or extraordinary items affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows in the reporting quarter and financial year-to-date.

5. Changes in estimates of amounts reported

There were no change in estimates of amounts that had been used in the preparation of the quarterly financial report of the current financial year or in prior financial year.

6. Issuance or repayment of debt and equity securities

Save as disclosed below, there were no issuance or repayment of debt or equity securities, share buy-backs, share cancellations, share held as treasury shares and resale of treasury shares in the reporting quarter and financial year-to-date.

On 10 January 2005, the share capital of the Company had increased to RM6,300,000 by the issuance of 18,000,000 new ordinary shares of RM0.10 each at an issuance price of RM0.43 each pursuant to the Initial Public Offering exercise as mentioned in Note 20(a).

7. Dividend paid

An interim dividend of 10.0 sen per share (tax-exempted), amounting to RM6.3 million in respect of financial year ended 30 June 2005 was paid on 28 June 2005.

No dividend was however declared nor paid for the financial year ended 30 June 2006.

8. Segmental reporting

No segmental analysis is presented as the Company is primarily engaged in implementation and development of software for commercial application.

9. Valuation of property, plant and equipment

The Company has not carried out valuation on its property, plant and equipment in the reporting quarter and financial year-to-date.

10. Subsequent material events

There were no subsequent material events to be disclosed as at the date of this quarterly financial report.

11. Changes in the composition of the Company

There were no changes in the composition of the Company in the reporting quarter and financial year-to-date.

12. Contingent liabilities

There were no contingent liabilities for the Company since the last audited financial statements for the year ended 30 June 2005.

13. Review of the performance of the Company

For the financial year ended (“FYE”) 30th June 2006, I-Power recorded a turnover of RM18.298 million, an increase of 20.2% compared to the corresponding FYE 30th June 2005 with a turnover of RM15.224 million. 

For the financial year ended 30th June 2006, the Company net profits after tax increased by 39% to RM7.729 million from RM5.571 million for the FYE 30th June 2005. This translates into a healthy Earning Per Share (“EPS”) of 12.27 cents, up from EPS of 10.42 cents for FYE 2005.

The stronger performance for the FYE 30 June 2006 is attributable to the growth of the IT and IT related industries both locally and globally, in particular the relatively untapped market of the E-Solutions IT industry. 

Another contributing factor is as a result of stronger and more aggressive sales and business development activities, the growing awareness and acceptance of the Company’s E-solutions products and software development services, software integration and related services have been on the rise during the past 12 months. 

New revenue in SAP services also contributed to the Company’s total revenues as I-Power recently became a partner for SAP Netweaver, A1 and R3 SAP consultancy services. 

The overall improvement in the financial results was the direct outcome of the Company’s success in securing several sizable new contracts during the year such as UMW Toyota Motor Sdn Bhd, MISC Berhad, InterContinental Hotels Group (Asia Pacific) Pte Ltd, Tupperware Australia Pty Ltd and SP Setia. The Company in conjunction with IBM Malaysia also secured a few wins in Celcom (Malaysia) Berhad, Petroliam Nasional Berhad (Petronas), and Lembaga Hasil Dalam Negeri.

Specifically, the Company has successfully secured and completed a few E-Business solutions projects with established multi national companies which earned higher margins than system integration projects. 

Besides higher margins, the improving profits in the Company can also be attributed to the company’s flexible yet lean and low operating business infrastructure costs comprising of a young and competent professional knowledge work force, whereby world best practices have been instilled in the Company as part of its corporate culture.

14. Material change in profit before taxation for the current financial quarter as compared with immediate preceding financial quarter

The comparison of results between the current quarter and the immediate preceding quarter are as follows:
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The Company recorded a turnover of RM4.905 million for the current quarter compared to RM5.586 million of the preceding quarter, whilst the profits after tax was RM2.131 million for current quarter in contrast to RM2.774 million previous quarter. 

Compared to the previous quarter, the Company’s revenues were lower by 12.19% in the current quarter whilst its profits after tax correspondingly were also lower by 23.18%. Sales for the current quarter was lower not for any particular significant reason other than that it was due to normal sales fluctuations from quarter to quarter. The Company’s growth in the foreseeable future remained intact.  

15. Prospects for the current financial year

In the light of the growth of the IT and IT related industries both locally and globally, the Company are expected to benefit from this positive development. 

In particular considering the relatively untapped market of the E-Solutions IT industry, the Directors have good reasons to maintain a bullish outlook for the Company for the current financial year ending 30 June 2007. 

The Company’s confidence stems from the fact that due to stronger and more aggressive sales and business development activities, the growing awareness and acceptance of the Company’s E-solutions products and software development services, software integration and related services have been on the rise during the past 12 months. 

This is especially in view of the fact that the Company has a healthy pipeline of potential orders that are pending and of which it has been short-listed. Moreover, the Company has been invited to participate and continues to participate in many government and corporate tenders in collaboration with established Bumiputra companies and/or leading IT players in the market.

With such a background and barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Directors of the Company are reasonably optimistic of its prospects for the foreseeable future. 

16. Variance of actual profit from the forecast profit

Not applicable.

17. Taxation

The Company was granted pioneer status by Multimedia Super Corridor ("MSC") under the provisions of the Promotion of Investments (Amendment) Act, 1997.  By virtue of this pioneer status, the Company's statutory income from pioneer activities during the pioneer period from 16 December 2002 to 15 December 2007 are exempted from income tax.  Dividends declared out of such profits are also exempted from income tax in the hands of the shareholders.

18. Sale of unquoted investment and/or property

There was no sale of unquoted investment and /or property in the reporting quarter and financial year-to-date.

19. Purchase and disposal of quoted security

The Company does not hold any quoted security nor was there any purchase or disposal of quoted security in the reporting quarter and financial year-to-date.

Status of corporate proposal

The Company had, on 10 January 2005, issued 18,000,000 new ordinary shares of RM0.10 each at an issue price of RM0.43 per ordinary share pursuant to the Initial Public Offering exercise, as detailed in the Prospectus issued on 29 December 2004.

The entire issued and fully paid-up shares of the Company comprising 63,000,000 ordinary shares of RM0.10 each was listed and quoted on the MESDAQ market of the Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad on 18 January 2005.
