B1.

Review of Performance

The Group achieved an unaudited profit before taxation of RM2.24 million for the quarter ended 30 September 2007 on a turnover of RM10.25 million compared with profit before taxation of RM1.90 million on a turnover of RM8.28 million recorded in the previous year’s corresponding quarter. 
For the nine months ended 30 September 2007, turnover of RM26.53 million was 16.0% higher compared with RM22.87 million recorded in the preceding nine months ended 30 September 2006. Profit before taxation increased marginally from RM5.22 million to RM5.64 million. 
Net profit after taxation for the nine months ended 30 September 2007 was RM5.07 million or 22.7% higher than RM4.13 million in the corresponding nine months ended 30 September 2006 mainly due to lower tax provision because of pioneer status enjoyed by some of the subsidiary companies.

Comment on Material Change in Profit Before Taxation of Current Quarter Compared with Preceding Quarter

Profit before taxation in the current quarter was RM2.24 million compared to RM1.28 million in the preceding quarter. This is mainly due to seasonal nature of the electronics business that typically tapers off in the second quarter. 
B3.
Commentary on Current Year Prospects

The Group expects to perform better for the remaining quarter of the year as sales are expected to pick-up in this period. The Company has set an internal target for revenue of RM40 million and a profit after taxation of RM8 million for the year ended 31 December 2007. Sales orders and enquiries have increased since the half-year close, which is in line with the seasonality of the electronics industry, to which the Company is principally exposed. 

However, due to intense competition in the electronics industry and the resultant downward pressure on the prices of components, including self-clinching fasteners, the Board is of the opinion that these internal targets are unlikely to be achieved. Nevertheless, the Board is confident of delivering growth in the performance of the Group for the current financial year compared to the previous financial year.

It bears noting that these targets are management’s internal targets/aims for growth based on the continuous business planning process taking into consideration the current production capacity of the subsidiary companies and the anticipated increase in contribution arising from increases in capacity from the subsidiary companies. These internal targets are not intended to serve as estimates, forecasts or projections and have not been reviewed by the external auditors.
