Performance Review

For the current quarter under review, the Group recorded a loss after taxation of RM0.074 million on the back of revenue of RM2.693 million. The Group continued to post a loss as the operating and economic environment surrounding the mobile application industry remained stagnant coupled by the intense competition from the other players within the industry.

The revenue of the Group for the current quarter under review increased marginally by 1.8% to RM2.693 million as compared to the previous quarter. The better performance was mainly attributable to the Group’s continuous marketing effort despite the rigorous competition in the industry.

Despite the increase in revenue, the Group incurred a loss before taxation of RM74,000 for the current quarter under review.  The loss was mainly due to share of loss from its associate company of RM41,000 for the current quarter under review.

Prospects 
With the growth potential of the internet and convergence with the Communications technologies, the Group have put its sights on transforming the Group from a mobile-centric provider to a converged digital services company.  The Group sees the growth of social networking and social media as a great opportunity to invest in the development of branded cross-platform community platform and services.  The Group is also aware of the potential for digital advertising services and platforms in relation to the growth in consumers in the country and worldwide, which will lead the Group to a more stable financial footing with new, diversified and stable revenue streams.
As such, the present financial year ending 31 December 2008 will be an investment year for the Group in expanding into new business areas and technologies to ensure a positive bottom-line for the future.
Barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Board expects the Group to achieve a satisfactory performance for the financial year ending 2008.
