(viii) acquisition of the entire equity interest of Formula Concept Sdn Bhd, a wholly-owned subsidiary of Mikro, by MMSB for a total cash consideration of RM754,000 (“Proposed Acquisition of FCSB”); and


(ix) transfer of the listing status of Mikro on the MESDAQ Market of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad to MMSB upon completion of the above proposals (“Proposed Transfer of Listing Status”).

The Securities Commission had on 26 May 2008 approved the Proposed Internal Restructuring of Mikro Group of Companies and the subsequent transfer of listing status of Mikro Berhad to MMSB. Please refer to the details of the announcement dated 27 May 2008.
