A. NOTES PURSUANT TO THE FINANCIAL REPORTING STANDARD 134 (FRS 134): INTERIM FINANCIAL REPORTING

A1.
Basis of reporting preparation

The interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standards 134 (FRS 134): “Interim Financial Reporting” issued by the Malaysian Accounting Standards Board (“MASB”) and Appendix 9B of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (“Bursa Securities”) for the ACE Market (“ACE LR”). 

The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the Group’s audited statutory financial statements presented in the annual report for the financial year ended (“FYE”) 31 December 2009 and the accompanying explanatory notes attached to this interim financial report.
The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by Sunzen Biotech Berhad (“Sunzen Biotech” or “Company”) and its subsidiaries (“Group”) in this interim financial report are consistent with those adopted in the most recent annual audited financial statements for the FYE 31 December 2009, except for the mandatory adoption of the following new and revised Financial Reporting Standards (“FRSs”) and Issues Committee Interpretations (“IC Int.”) beginning on and after 1 January 2010 as detailed below:

FRS 101: Presentation of Financial Statements (revised) 

The revised FRS 101 separates owner and non-owner changes in equity. Therefore, the consolidated statement of changes in equity will now include only details of transactions with owners. All non-owner changes in equity, if any, will be presented as a single line labelled as total comprehensive income. The Standard also introduces the statement of comprehensive income: presenting all items of income and expense recognised in the statement of comprehensive income. The adoption of this standard does not have any impact on the financial position and results of the Group.

FRS 139: Financial Instruments: Recognition and Measurement  
FRS 139 sets out the new requirements for the recognition and measurement of the Group’s financial instruments. Financial instruments are recorded initially at fair value. Subsequent measurement of the financial instruments at the balance sheet date reflects the designation of the financial statements. The Group determines the classification at initial recognition and for the purpose of the first adoption of the standard, as at transitional date on 1 January 2010.

Financial assets

Financial assets are classified as financial assets at fair value through profit or loss, loans and receivables, held to maturity investments, available for sale financial assets, or as derivatives designated as hedging instruments in an effective hedge, as appropriate.

Basis of reporting preparation (Cont’d)
The Group’s financial assets include cash and short-term deposits, loans and receivables and available-for-sale (AFS) investments.
(i) 
Loan and receivables

Prior to 1 January 2010, loan and receivables were stated at gross receivables less

provision for doubtful debts. Under FRS 139, loans and receivables are initially measured at fair value and subsequently at amortised cost using the effective interest rate (EIR) method. Gains and losses arising from the derecognition of the loans and receivables, EIR amortization and impairment losses are recognised in income statement.

(ii)
AFS investment

Prior to 1 January 2010, AFS financial assets such as investments were accounted for at cost adjusted for amortisation of premium and accretion of discount less impairment or at the lower of cost and market value, determined on an aggregate basis. Under FRS 139, AFS financial assets is measured at fair value initially and subsequently with amortisation of premium with accretion of discount and other accrual of income recognised in statement of comprehensive income and with unrealised gains or losses recognised in statement of other comprehensive income and removed from AFS reserve.
Financial liabilities 

Financial liabilities are classified as financial liabilities at fair value through profit or loss, loans and borrowings or as derivatives designated as hedging instruments in an effective hedge, as appropriate.

The Group’s financial liabilities include trade and other payables carried at amortised costs and financial liabilities at fair value.
In accordance with FRS 139, the recognition, derecognition, measurement and hedge accounting requirements are applied prospectively and the comparative are not restated. The effects of the remeasurement on 1 January 2010 of the financial assets and liabilities brought forward from previous financial year are adjusted to the opening retained profits and other opening reserves as disclosed in the statement of changes in equity.

The Group made its first shipment of Orgacids product into the People’s Republic of China (“PRC’) in March this year. The Group anticipates the sales in PRC to increase in the subsequent quarters. 


The business operation in Indonesia is expected to commence in June this year. The Board is optimistic that such expansion will enable the Group to boost its revenue contributions from overseas markets in the future.

The Group is pleased to see recent signs of improvement on the sales performance of overseas markets particularly Korea, Taiwan, and Singapore based on orders received.  Overall, revenue from overseas markets increased by 25% for the current quarter under review as compared to the corresponding quarter ended 31 March 2009. In addition to normal sales and marketing activities, the Group is expected to further strengthen overseas markets in the coming months through, among others, active participation in animal and feed industry exhibitions in PRC, Indonesia and Vietnam.

Update on the status of the Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) pursuant to Rule 9.29 of the ACE LR
