14. REVIEW OF PERFORMANCE

(i)
Comparison with the preceding quarter


Gross profit for the present quarter increased by 100% to RM2.4million compared to RM1.2million in the previous quarter.  However, the profit before tax reduced by 27% from RM201k to RM146k mainly due to a provision from impairment of investment made.

(ii)
Comparison with the previous corresponding quarter and financial period

The Profit before tax for the current quarter ended 30 June 2006 compared to the previous corresponding quarter ended 30 June 2005 mainly due to completion of existing development projects. However, the financial period ended 30 June 2006 shows a profit before tax of RM781k compared to loss of RM161k.  Overall the performance of the group has improved in 2006 compared to 2005.  However, the profit before tax for the current quarter is lower due to provision for impairment in properties.

15. PROSPECTS

For property development division, the Group is focusing on selling the balance units available from the existing project. Currently, a new product is being developed and we are planning to launch the product in early 2007. 

In the construction division, the Group targets to complete its RM83.5 million contracts for construction of 1,500 unit’s low cost housing in Taman Sri Stulang, Johor Bahru for Jabatan Perumahan Negara March by 2007. The Group will remain focus on completing the other existing construction contracts and searching new projects.  The Group is optimistic that the recent announcement by the Prime Minister on the plan of the development of South Johor Economic Region (“SJER”) will be beneficial to the Group for both property and construction business.

The Group does not expect any material improvement to the next quarter results.
