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9.	Status of Corporate Proposals


There are no Corporate Proposals announced as at the date of this Quarterly Report except that on 25 July 2000, IGB Corporation Berhad (“IGB”), Tan & Tan Developments Berhad (Tan&Tan) and Gold IS Berhad (formerly known as Dimensi Subuh Sdn Bhd) have signed a Merger Agreement to merge the property related businesses of both IGB and Tan&Tan. Applications for approval have been submitted on 14 December 2000 to the Securities Commission and also the Foreign Investment Committee. 17.	Material changes in the Quarterly Results compared to the Preceding Quarter


Turnover increased by 36.2% to RM58.7 million compared to RM43.1 million in the preceding quarter mainly as a result of an increase in percentage of completion of certain development projects. However, pre-tax profit achieved decreased by 22.0% to RM18.1 million compared to RM23.2 million reported in the previous quarter mainly due to a 57.9% decrease in exceptional gain to RM6.9 million compared to RM16.4 million in the preceding quarter. This was however, mitigated by a 26.8% increase in the share in the results of associated companies to RM10.4 million compared to RM8.2 million in the preceding quarter.





18.	Review of Performance


For the 6 months ended 30 June 2001, the Group achieved a 102.5% increase in pre-tax profit to RM41.3 million when compared to the corresponding period in year 2000 of RM20.4 million. Turnover increased by 16.5% to RM101.8 million when compared with the performance of the previous corresponding period. The higher pre-tax profit was mainly attributable to the Group’s share of exceptional gain on disposal of quoted investment by an associated company. There were no significant events which have occurred between the end of the reporting period and the date of this report which may affect the earnings and/or income of the Group.





19.	Prospects for 2001


Having regard to the performance of the Group in the first half year, the Board is confident that the Group’s performance for the current financial year will be better than that of the previous financial year.





20.	Dividend


No interim dividend is declared (2000: Nil) in respect of the financial year ending 31 December 2001.
