The Board believes that it is prudent to make this provision. However this provision is without prejudice to the company’s right to challenge the Award.

B1. Review of performance

For the financial period ended 30 September 2003, the Group recorded a 39% increase in Turnover from RM116.8 million to RM162.2 million compared to the corresponding period last year. The increase was substantially attributable to the inclusion of the Group’s newly acquired subsidiary, Qualitas Healthcare Corporation Sdn Bhd (QHC). Further, Landmarks Land & Properties Sdn Bhd (Landmarks Land) recorded an increase in turnover due to land sales and sales of link-houses.

Operating profits before interest and exceptional items improved by 13% from RM28.1 million last year to RM31.7 million this year. Group interest expense for the period was RM46.0 million. The Group made an exceptional provision of RM15.0 million in respect of the Arbitration Award granted to Dermajaya.

As for the performance of the Group’s associated companies, the share of profit of associates improved from RM2.8 million in 2002 to RM12.6 million in 2003. This was primarily due to profit contribution from Teknologi Tenaga Perlis Consortium Sdn Bhd (TTPC), which commenced operation on 31 March 2003.

Overall, after the exceptional provision of RM15.0 million in respect of the Arbitration Award granted to Dermajaya the Group recorded a Loss before Tax of RM16.3 million against a Loss of RM11.8 million in 2002.

B2. Variation of results against preceding quarter

The Group recorded a Pre-Tax Profit of RM4.2 million in this quarter compared to a Pre-Tax Loss of RM5.7 million in the preceding quarter due to improvement in performance from the hotel division, Landmarks Land and profit contribution from QHC.

B3. Prospects

The Group expects the performance of The Datai and The Andaman hotels to improve during the remainder of the year.

With regard to the property division, SWP and Landmarks Land is expected to maintain its operating performance.

The positive profit contribution from the Group’s associated company TTPC, in the previous quarters will continue in the last quarter. The contribution from Shangri-la Hotels (Malaysia) Berhad also should continue to be strong for the remainder of the year due to a significant turnaround from Shangri-La Hotel Kuala Lumpur.

The Group expects its performance for the financial year 2003 to be better than 2002.

Changes in material litigation as compared to the last announcement are as follows:

(a) Suit by Project Usahasama Transit Aliran Ringan Automatic Sdn Bhd [Putra] against Landmarks Land

On 3 November 2002, the High Court instructed Putra to pay into court as security for cost the sum of RM150,000 (“said sum”). Putra had 14 days from the date of the order to make payment of the said sum. Putra failed to make this payment within the stipulated time. Putra’s failure to make this payment rendered the suit dismissed. However on 17 January 2003, Putra paid the said sum into court and at the same time Putra made an application to extend time within which Putra were to pay into court the security for costs                   (“said application”). The High Court dismissed the said application on             26 March 2003. Putra has appealed against the dismissal and the appeal will be heard on 16 August 2004.
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(b) Arbitration proceedings in respect of the sale and purchase agreement for the disposal of shares in President Hotel Sdn Bhd (PHSB) to Dermajaya
Premium Properties Sdn Bhd’s application in the High Court of Singapore to set aside the Final Award made in favour of Dermajaya Properties Sdn Bhd has been fixed for hearing on 19,20,21 and 24 November 2003. Dermajaya’s application to register the award in Malaysia has been fixed for hearing on 8 December 2003.
