b) FRS 140 Investment Property

Prior to 1 November 2006, investment properties were stated at cost less impairment losses.  Upon the adoption of FRS 140, investment properties are now stated at fair value and gain and losses arising from changes in fair values are recognised in profit or loss in the year in which they arise.

The Group has applied FRS 140 in accordance with the transitional provisions.  The change in accounting policies has had no impact on amounts reported for 2006 or prior periods.
