The sales and purchases of the securities as mentioned in note 7(a) were carried out by a subsidiary of the Company, Allied Provincial Invest Ltd., a company incorporated in The British Virgin Islands, during the period from 1 November 2006 to 31 July 2007 in the ordinary course of business. The principal activity of the said subsidiary company is that of investment holding and the transactions are of a revenue nature. 

The sales and purchases of the above securities were in respect of quoted securities held overseas.

Status of Corporate Proposals

(a) 
On 7 August 2007, the company has announced that SPB Investments (Australia) Pty Ltd, a wholly-owned subsidiary of SPB had on 7 August 2007 accepted a Voluntary General Offer made by Brookfield, to acquire all stapled securities in Multiplex Group at an offer price of AUD5.05 per stapled security. The acceptance of the Offer by SPB Investments (Australia) Pty Ltd is for 18,685,494 units of the stapled securities owned by SPB Investment (Australia) Pty Ltd representing approximately 2.2% of the total securities in issue of Multiplex Group for a total cash consideration of AUD94.36 million.   


The acceptance of the offer shall enable the SPB Group to realize an after tax gain of AUD12.8 million or approximately RM35.9 million. The sale proceeds will be used to reduce bank borrowings and for working capital.


The Offer remains conditional upon a number of items, most notably Brookfield achieving more than 50.1% ownership of Multiplex Group and receipt of all consents required under the New Zealand Overseas Investments Act 2005 and the Overseas Investments Regulations 2005. The closing date of acceptance has been extended from 30 August 2007 to 31 October 2007.

(b) 
On 16 August 2007, the company has announced that its wholly-owned subsidiary Bungsar Hill Holdings Sdn Bhd and Jupiter Midas Sdn Bhd has entered into a conditional Sale and Purchase Agreement ("SPA") to dispose a portion of a freehold land measuring in area of approximately 120,355 square feet held under H.S.(D) 100360 PT 5781 in the Mukim of Kuala Lumpur together with a 16 storey office building also known as Wisma Damansara to Puncak Madu Sdn Bhd (“PMSB”), (a joint venture company between Damansara Developments Sdn Bhd (“DDSB”) and Galaxy Prestige Sdn Bhd (“GPSB”)) for a total cash consideration of RM100,000,000. DDSB and GPSB had on 16 August 2007 entered into a supplemental Joint Venture Agreement for the purpose of varying some of the terms and conditions of the Joint Venture Agreement.

On completion date of the SPA, GPSB’s equity interest in PMSB will increase from 40% to 50% through the allotment and issuance of 20,000 new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each in PMSB to GPSB at a cash issue price of RM1.00. 


The SPA is subject to Foreign Investment Committee (“FIC”) approval and on completion it will contribute a gain of approximately RM30.3 million to the SPB Group. The transaction is currently pending submission to FIC for approval.
