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13) Review Of Performance.

The performance of the group is mainly contributed by the plantation subsidiaries. 

The loss before taxation of the plantation subsidiaries for the current quarter report has increased due to the factors mentioned in note 14.   

14) Explanatory Comments On Any Material Changes In The Profit Before Taxation For The Quarter Reported As Compared With The Immediate Preceding Quarter.                                   

The group recorded loss before taxation and minority interest of RM1,009,034 for the current quarter as compared to a loss of RM23,124 for the immediate preceding quarter of the current financial year. The increase in losses is mainly due to the following:-

a ) A decrease of fruits intake by 24% from 35,250 metric tonnes in the immediate preceding quarter to 26,730 metric tonnes in the current quarter mainly due to the wet season.
b ) A decrease on turnover by 16% from RM10.68 million in the immediate preceding quarter to RM8.95 million in the current quarter mainly due to the result of the reduction in  volume of crude palm oil production by 24% from 8,650 metric tonnes in the immediate preceding quarter to 6,600 metric tonnes in the current quarter.
15) Current Year Prospect.
The Group primarily depends on the income contribution from the plantation sector. The average crude palm oil prices for the current quarter is RM1,511 per metric tonne, which is higher compared to the average of immediate preceding quarter of RM1,438 per metric tonne. Currently the crude palm oil prices is in the region of RM1,600. We expect the price will continue to fluctuate in this region. Barring unforeseen circumstances, the Company’s earnings in the next quarter will not be significantly affected by the fluctuation of crude palm oil prices.
