During the quarter, the company disposed off its 20% equity investment in an associated company, Puas Emas Utilities Sdn Bhd for a consideration of RM20,000 to Ceria Cergas, an existing shareholder of Puas Emas Utilities Sdn Bhd.

The terms of the disposal include an agreement by the acquirer to reimburse 50% of business development expenditure relating to acquisition of the national sewerage concessions over a stipulated period after the financial closure of the project. Accordingly, the remaining business development expenditure of RM2.2 million has been expensed off in the current quarter. 

Meanwhile, the company, via its subsidiary Benta Plantations (Perak) Sdn Bhd, had also disposed off its 30% equity investment in an associated company, Agri Business Advisory Services Sdn Bhd for cost at RM30. 

There is no gain or loss on both disposals of investment.

Other than the above, there is no change in the composition of the Group for the current financial year to date.

13) Review Of Performance.

The performance of the group is mainly contributed by the plantation subsidiaries. 

The profit before taxation of the plantation subsidiaries for the current quarter has increased due to the factors mentioned in note 14.   
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14) Explanatory Comments On Any Material Changes In The Profit Before Taxation For The Quarter Reported As Compared With The Immediate Preceding Quarter.                                   

The group recorded loss before taxation and minority interest of RM1,946,156 for the current quarter as compared to a profit of RM268,487 for the immediate preceding quarter of the current financial year. The increased in losses is mainly due to business development expenditure expensed off amounting to RM2.2 million as disclosed in note 11. 

Without taking into account of business development expenditure expenses, the group recorded a profit before taxation and minority interest of RM276,633. The slight improvement in profit as compared to immediate preceding quarter is mainly due to the followings:   

a ) Fruits intake by 24% from 28,710 metric tonnes in the immediate preceding quarter to 35,600 metric tonnes in the current quarter. 

b ) Volume of crude palm oil production by 16% from 7,080 metric tonnes in the immediate preceding quarter to 8,190 metric tonnes in the current quarter.

c ) Average palm oil prices by 17% from average price of CPO of RM1,648 per metric tonnes in the immediate preceding quarter to RM1,895 per metric tonnes in the current quarter.

d ) Increased in fertilizer application by RM196,182 for immature area.

15) Current Year Prospect.

The Group primarily depends on the income contribution from the plantation sector. The average crude palm oil prices for the current quarter is RM1,895 per metric tonne, which is higher compared to the average of immediate preceding quarter of RM1,648 metric tonne. Currently the crude palm oil prices is in the region of RM1,700. We expect the price will continue to fluctuate in this region. Barring unforeseen circumstances, the Company’s earnings in the next quarter will not be significantly affected by the fluctuation of crude palm oil prices.  
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16) Explanatory Notes On Variances Of Profit Forecast And Shortfall In Profit Guarantee.
