13) Review Of Performance.

The performance of the group is mainly contributed by the plantation subsidiaries. 

The losses before taxation of the plantation subsidiaries for the current quarter was due to the factors mentioned in note 14.   

14) Explanatory Comments On Any Material Changes In The Profit Before Taxation For The Quarter Reported As Compared With The Immediate Preceding Quarter.                                   

Despite there was an increase in mill production by 4% for the current quarter as compared to immediate preceding quarter, however the group recorded losses before taxation and minority interest of RM57,243 for the current quarter as compared to a profit of RM936,261 for the immediate preceding quarter of the last financial year. The reduction in profit is mainly due to decreased in average CPO price from RM1,455  in the last preceding quarter to RM1,355 for the current quarter
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15) Current Year Prospect.

The Group primarily depends on the income contribution from the plantation sector. The average crude palm oil prices for the current quarter is RM1,355 per metric tonne, which is lower compared to the average of immediate preceding quarter of RM1,454 metric tonne. Currently the crude palm oil prices is in the region of RM1,400. We expect the price will continue to fluctuate in this region. The Company’s earnings in the next quarter will not be significantly affected by the fluctuation of crude palm oil prices.
16) Explanatory Notes On Variances Of Profit Forecast And Shortfall In Profit Guarantee.

20) Status Of Corporate Proposals. 







The status of corporate proposal announced are as follows:-

a. A subsidiary had, on 3rd March 2005, entered into a conditional sale and purchase agreement (“SPA”) with Dato’ Shamsir bin Omar (“Vendor”) to acquire 1,750,000 ordinary shares of USD1.00 each in Pinehill representing 70% of the entire equity interest in Pinehill for a purchase consideration of RM60 million to be satisfied entirely in cash.

b. On 30th March 2005, the company received approval from the Securities Commission vide its letter dated 29th March 2005 in relating to the proposed issue and private placement of up to 14,980,413 new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each in MVest (“Placement Shares”) representing 10% of the issued and paid-up share capital of the Company.

c. The following proposes are still pending to the Securities Commission approval as at the date of this quarterly report:-

i. Proposed issue of Al Bai Bithaman Ajil Asset-Backed Notes (“ABS Notes”) by ABS Plantation Assets Berhad (“APAB”), a Special Purpose  and Bankruptcy Remote Vehicle Company of a nominal value of up to RM175 million to facilitate the purchase of the Plantation Assets (“Proposed ABS issue”).
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ii. Proposed disposal of the entire plantation business of the subsidiary companies of MVest, comprising approximately 3,599 Ha of oil palm plantation in the District of Hilir Perak together with all buildings erected thereon and fixtures used in its business operation (“Plantation Assets”), to APAB for an aggregate value of up to approximately RM160 million (“Proposed Disposal”).
