Changes in the Composition of the Group

(i)
On 1 November 2001, the Company announced the Proposed Acquisition of 1,000,000 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each representing 100% of the issued and paid-up capital of Malta Trade Sdn Bhd for a cash consideration of RM8,428,000.  The Foreign Investment Committee and Shareholders of the Company had approved the said acquisition on 23 November 2001 and 21 December 2001 respectively.  The acquisition was completed on 4 January 2002.

(ii)
On 28 November 2001, the Company had announced the Proposed Acquisition of the entire equity interest in Right Summit Sdn Bhd (‘RSSB’) comprising 500,000 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each by PJD Realty Sdn Bhd , a wholly-owned subsidiary of PJ Development Holdings Berhad for a cash consideration of RM10,274,030.  The Foreign Investment Committee had approved the said acquisition on 19 March 2002.  The acquisition was completed on 19 April 2002.

Except as disclosed above, there are no major changes in the composition of the Company for the financial period under review including business combination, acquisition or disposal of subsidiaries and long term investments, restructuring and discontinuing operations.

8 Status of Corporate Proposals

Following the completion of the Proposed Acquisitions in item (7) above, there have been no corporate proposals announced as at the date of this report.

Material Litigation

Since the date of our last report dated 27 February 2002, there was no significant progress on the material litigation of the Group.  As at 23 May 2002, the material litigation of the Group are as follow :

(i) A claim was filed by a developer against a subsidiary company for the sum of RM661,500 allegedly being the sum due under a tripartite agreement dated 31 May 1990 for cost sharing between the subsidiary company, the developer and another third party company for earthworks to raise the level of land located at Bukit Antarabangsa, Ulu Kelang.  The claim is disputed by the subsidiary company on the ground that based on the correct interpretation of the aforesaid agreement, the claim cannot be sustained.

Furthermore, the subsidiary company has counter claim against the said developer to provide for an account of the costs of the construction work and for the refund of any payment made by the subsidiary company which is in excess of what the subsidiary company is liable to pay, if any.

Pursuant to the Order for Directions given by the High Court on 11 January 1999, the subsidiary company has filed its list of documents with the Court on 8 April 1999.  The case which was heard in the Court on 23 April 2001, 16 July 2001 and 15 November 2001 will be continued on 1 August 2002.

The directors of the Company are of the opinion that the subsidiary company has a valid defence and counter claim and have more than an even chance of resisting the developer’s claim successfully.

(ii) Another subsidiary company is involved in a civil suit whereby the contractor is suing for wrongful termination of a contract for the construction of a golf course and is claiming RM4,198,858 and a further amount of RM378,434 for loss suffered due to wrongful retention of machinery.

It is the subsidiary company’s contention that there was no wrongful termination of the contract but it was in fact the contractor who had breached the contract by failure to complete the contract within the period stipulated pursuant to the supplementary agreement entered into by both parties.  As a result of the failure to complete the contract, the subsidiary company had no choice but to consider the contract as terminated and to counter claim RM580,762 for losses suffered and liquidated and ascertained damages of RM10,000 per day from 1 January 1997 to 15 June 1998, amounting to RM5,452,050.

The subsidiary company denies that the contractor is entitled to its claims as all payments certified by the Consulting Engineers have been made to the contractor.

The directors of the subsidiary company are of the opinion that the contractor’s case against the subsidiary company is frivolous and would be dismissed.


Our solicitors have filed in an application for case management before the trial judge 

on 20 May 2002 and are awaiting a date to be fixed.
