B1
Review of performance

In the current quarter, the Group recorded revenue of RM14 million compared to RM18 in the previous year’s corresponding quarter mainly due to no revenue reported by few subsidiary companies which was disposed during financial period under review and year 2007, i.e. FBO Tours & Travel Sdn Bhd and Likas View Sdn Bhd and lower revenue reported from property development subsidiary companies.

Material changes in the profit before taxation

The Group reported loss before tax of RM5 million for current quarter compared to loss before tax of RM8 million for the preceding quarter were mainly due gain on disposal of subsidiary companies.

Group prospects

The prospects of the FBO Group hinge on the prospects of property development, hospitality and leasing sectors. 

Barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Board expects to continue efforts in achieving better performance in the forthcoming year.

Variance of profit guarantee


(i) Eastern Biscuits Factory Sdn Bhd

The profit guarantee by the vendors of Eastern Biscuits Factory Sdn Bhd (“EBFSB”) was approved by the shareholders on 26 June 2003. The profit guarantee agreements provided that EBFSB’s profit before tax would not be less than RM 9.235 million for the financial year ended 31 December 2003, RM 14.780 million for the financial year ended 31 December 2004 and RM 18.314 million for the financial year ended 31 December 2005.

During the financial year ended 31 December 2004, EBFSB had recorded a profit before tax of RM8.387 million resulting in a shortfall of RM6.393 million. For the financial year ended 31 December 2005, EBFSB’s profit before tax was RM4.48 million, thus resulting in a shortfall of RM13.84 million. As of 21 October 2005, the Company had sent a Letter of Demand to each of the vendors of EBFSB, namely Dato' Tan Kok Hwa, Teong Hoe Holding Sdn. Bhd. and Forad Management Sdn. Bhd., to recover the profit guarantee shortfall for the financial year ended 2004. 

On 4 May 2006, the Company received a settlement proposal from one of the profit guarantors, the Vendors of Eastern Biscuit Factory Sdn Bhd, namely Teong Hoe Holding Sdn Bhd, for the profit guarantee shortfall of RM6.393 million for the financial year ended 2004.

The Board has sought legal opinion on the enforcement of the profit guarantee shortfalls. On 16 May 2006, the Company had also sent a written confirmation to the vendors seeking their action to address the shortfall for the financial year ended 2005. 

On 25 July 2006, the Company had requested Universal Trustee (Malaysia) Berhad (“TRUSTEE”), the stakeholder for the profit guaranteed pledge shares, to sell all the Security Shares held by the Vendors in the open market. The sale of Security Shares has commenced in November 2006.

On 22 January 2007, TRUSTEE had completed the disposal of Security Shares with a total proceeds of RM1.42 million. The profit short fall after the disposal of Security Shares is RM18.83 million.

On 4 May 2007, letters of demand had been sent out to the vendors through a solicitor for the balance of the shortfall. Thereafter, on 6 July 2007, writ of summons had been served to the vendors.

(ii) Discover Orient Holidays Sdn Bhd

On 3 March 2006, the vendors of Discover Orient Holidays Sdn Bhd (“DOHSB”) gave a guarantee to the Company that the aggregate profits of DOHSB for three financial years ending 31 December 2008 shall not be less than RM3,000,000 based on audited financial statements and in any event not less than RM500,000 a year, for each year till 31 December 2008.

The Company had on 24 October 2007 entered into a second Supplemental Agreement to add, delete, vary, amend, alter and change the terms and conditions as stipulated in the Share Sale Agreement and the Supplemental Agreement dated 3 March 2006 and 10 July 2006 respectively, of which the commencement date shall be 1 November 2006.


This variation was adopted by the Board in light of the later completion for the acquisition of DOHSB. DOHSB was only effectively a FBO subsidiary in October 2006.  The vendors has confirmed that the profit of DOHSB for the period of 1 November 2006 until 31 October 2007 is RM169,416 compare to RM500,000 a year profit guarantee, thus resulting in a shortfall of RM330,584. Whilst the guarantee is on an aggregate basis, the Board has on 27 February 2008 writes to the guarantors to explain the shortfall.

("DHSB" or "the Owner") for the development of a piece of land measuring 107.07 acres known as Lot PT 2494, East - West Highway, 17600 Jeli, Kelantan Darul Naim of which DHSB is the registered and beneficial landowner.
