The Group loss before taxation for the current quarter ended 31 October 2006 was RM2.1 million as compared to the preceding year corresponding quarter’s profit of RM0.4 million. This is mainly due to lower margin from operations resulting from increase of raw material price. 
16.
Variation of results against preceding quarter


The Group recorded a loss before taxation of RM2.1 million for the current quarter compared to a loss before taxation of RM1.7 million for the preceding quarter ended 31 July 2006. The higher loss is mainly contributed by increase in latex price. 

17. Current year prospects 

Fluctuation of latex price and intense competition represents the challenging factors of the industry.

The Group will continue to improve efficiency and quality of the production processes and implement various cost reduction measures and hence improve its profitability.

The Group needs to contain costs to improve its financial position.
