Review of performance


The Group’s loss before taxation for the current quarter ended 30 April 2008 was RM3.27 million as compared to the preceding year corresponding quarter’s loss before taxation of RM1.5 million.  The increase in loss was mainly due to the increase of latex price, strengthening of Ringgit Malaysia against US Dollar as part of the revenue is denominated in US Dollars.
16.
Variation of results against preceding quarter


The Group recorded a loss before taxation of RM3.27 million on a revenue of RM27.08 million for the current quarter as compared to a loss before taxation of RM15.23 million on a revenue of RM22.19 million for the immediate preceding quarter ended 31 January 2008. The lower loss in the current quarter was mainly due to an allowance for doubtful debt of RM977,000 and impairment of goodwill of RM9 million which were recognised in the preceding quarter. 
17. Future year prospects 

An increase in the price of natural gas which is the Group’s main energy source is expected in view of the recent hike in petrol price.  However the Board is of the view that a more prudent management of production lines and an aggressive selling price campaign would reduce the negative impact of the hike in production costs.
The Group will continue to implement various cost control measures, diversify its product types and change of its marketing strategies in order to turnaround its financial position.
