Notes

1. Basis of Preparation

The interim financial report has been prepared in accordance with MASB 26, Interim Financial Reporting and Paragraph 9.22 of the KLSE Listing Requirements. The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by the Group in this interim financial report are consistent with those adopted in the financial statements for the year ended 31 October 2002 except for a change of accounting policy on deferred taxation from the liability method to the balance sheet method pursuant to the adoption of the Malaysian Accounting Standards Board 25 (“MASB 25”). The effect of the change in accounting policy for deferred tax is an additional provision for deferred tax of RM4.2 million with a same corresponding effect on the goodwill on consolidation in the consolidated balance sheet at end of current quarter and at end of previous financial year. There was no effect on the results of the Group.

Goodwill on consolidation is not amortised but is subject to impairment review.

The interim financial report should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements of the Group for the year ended 31 October 2002.

2. Qualification of Financial Statements

The Group’s audited financial statements for the preceding year ended 31 October 2002 was not subject to any qualification.

3. Seasonality or Cyclical Factors

The Group’s current quarter and financial year to date performance were not affected nor influenced by seasonal or cyclical factors.

1. Review of Performance of the Company and its Principal Subsidiaries

(a)
For the current quarter ended 30 April 2003, the Group has recorded a pre-tax profit of RM511,315 as compared to pre-tax profit of RM1,069,283 for the preceding year’s corresponding quarter ended 30 April 2002.  The higher profit in preceding  year’s corresponding quarter was generated mainly from sales of development properties of Desa Bukit Magilds in Sungai Buloh and Pusat Bandar Senawang in Senawang.

(b)
For the current financial year to date ended 30 April 2003, the Group has recorded a pre-tax profit of RM1,941,434 as compared to pre-tax profit of RM2,320,827 for the preceding year to date ended 30 April 2002.  The profits were generated mainly from sales of development properties of Desa Bukit Magilds in Sungai Buloh.

2. Material Changes in the Quarterly Results Compared to the Results of the Preceding Quarter

For the current quarter ended 30 April 2003, the Group has recorded a pre-tax profit of RM511,315 as compared to a pre-tax profit of RM1,430,119 for the previous quarter ended 31 January 2003.  The previous quarter pre-tax profit of RM1,430,119 accrues mainly from the sales of development properties of Desa Bukit Magilds in Sungai Buloh.

3. Prospects for the Remaining Period of the Financial Year

Financial year 2003 is expected to present its own challenges to the Group in the face of continued global economic uncertainties through a phase of recovery. The country’s moderate growth forecast and an expected weak consumer sentiment will bear challenges for players in the property development business. However, pro-active measures and stimulus packages introduced by the Government to revive the country’s economy will provide impetus to stimulate spending and domestic consumption. Barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Board is optimistic that the Group will remain profitable in the remaining period of the financial year. 

4. Profit Forecast and Profit Guarantee

Not applicable as the Group did not announce any forecast results for the financial year.

11. Material Litigation

Save as disclosed below, the Group is not engaged in any material litigation as at the date of this report.

(a) On 12 April 1996, Lam Hong Kee Sdn. Bhd. (“LHKSB”) entered into a Sale and Purchase Agreement with Magilds Park Sdn. Bhd. (“MPSB”), a subsidiary of the Company, for the purchase of an industrial lot held under the land title H.S.(D) 37590 Lot No. 19694, Mukim of Batu, District of Gombak, Selangor Darul Ehsan at the purchase price of RM786,258.00. On 18 April 2000, LHKSB as the Plaintiff filed a suit against MPSB. LHKSB is claiming, among others for a refund of RM314,503.20 which they have paid in respect of the progressive payment towards the purchase price and a claim for the sum of RM92,394.90 being interest of the progressive purchase price paid. The case has been fixed for hearing in Court on 2 July 2003. 

 (b)
On 24 October 1996, Excel Chemical Trading Sdn. Bhd. (“Excel”) entered into a Sale and Purchase Agreement with MPSB for the purchase of an industrial lot held under the land title H.S.(D) 37590 Lot No. 19694, Mukim of Batu, District of Gombak, Selangor Darul Ehsan the purchase price of RM996,912.00. On 4 December 2000, Excel as the Plaintiff filed a suit against MPSB. Excel is claiming, among others for a refund of RM398,764.80 which they have paid in respect of the progressive payment towards the purchase price and late delivery of vacant possession in the sum of RM93,682.41. The Senior Assistant Registrar (SAR) has passed a judgement in favour of the Plaintiff. MPSB has appealed to the High Court Judge in Chamber against the SAR’s decision. The case has been fixed for hearing in the High Court on 22 September 2003.

Provision has been made in the accounts of MPSB in accordance to legal advice.

12. Dividend 
There was no dividend proposed or declared for the current quarter and  financial year to date.

Earnings Per Share

a. The calculation of basic earnings per share for the current quarter and financial year to date are based on the Group profit after tax of RM131,110 (Apr 2002: RM327,073) for the current quarter and RM905,561 (Apr 2002: RM897,217) for the financial year to date divided by weighted average ordinary shares in issue of 344,292,335 (Apr 2002: 247,223,370)  for the current quarter and financial year to date.

b. The calculation of diluted earnings per share for the current quarter and financial year to date are based on the Group profit after tax of RM131,110 (Apr 2002: RM327,073) for the current quarter and RM905,561 (Apr 2002: RM897,217) for the financial year to date divided by weighted average ordinary shares in issue of 346,102,681 (Apr 2002: 346,102,681) for the current quarter and financial year to date on the assumption that the outstanding 2,100,000 nominal value of ICULS (2000/2010) have been exercised and converted into new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each in the Company on 1 November 2002 (Apr 2002: 1 November 2001).
