Notes

1.
Basis of Preparation

The interim financial report has been prepared in accordance with FRS 134 2004 - Interim Financial Reporting (formerly known as MASB 26) and Paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad. The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by the Group in this interim financial report are consistent with those adopted in the financial statements for the year ended 31 October 2004, except for the adoption of FRS 201 2004 – Property Development Activities (formerly known as MASB 32) which applies to the Group in the current financial year. The adoption of this new standard did not have any material effect on the results for the period under review.

The interim financial report should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements of the Group for the year ended 31 October 2004.

2.
Qualification of Financial Statements

The Group’s audited financial statements for the preceding year ended 31 October 2004 was not subject to any qualification.

3.
Seasonality or Cyclical Factors

The Group’s current quarter and financial year to date performance were not affected nor influenced by seasonal or cyclical factors.

Items of Unusual Nature and Amount

There were no items affecting the assets, liabilities, equity, net income, or cash flow of the Group that are unusual because of their nature, size or incidence for the current quarter and financial year to date.

Changes in Estimates

There were no changes in the estimates of amounts reported in the prior interim period of the current financial year or estimates of amounts reported in the prior financial years that have a material effect in the current quarter and financial year to date.

6.

Issuance and Repayment of Debt and Equity Securities 

Save as disclosed below, there were no issuance and repayments of debt and equity securities, share buy-backs, share cancellations, shares held as treasury shares and resale of treasury shares for the current quarter and financial year to date.

Share buy-back


On 20 April 2005, the current shareholders of Petaling Tin Bhd (“PTB”) renewed their approval for the Company to buy–back its own shares. During the third quarter ended 31 July 2005, the Company bought back from the open market 271,700 PTB Shares listed and quoted on the Main Board of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (“Bursa Malaysia”) at an average buy-back price of RM0.25 per share. The total consideration paid for the share buy-back of PTB Shares by the Company during the third quarter ended 31 July 2005, including transaction costs, was RM68,236 and was financed by internally generated funds. The PTB Shares bought back are held as treasury shares in accordance with Section 67A Subsection 3(A)(b) of the Companies Act, 1965. As at 31 October 2005, the total shares bought back, all of which are held as treasury shares, amounted to 271,700 PTB Shares. None of the treasury shares held were reissued or cancelled during the current quarter ended 31 October 2005.

Material Events Subsequent to the Financial Year to Date

There were no material events subsequent to the fourth quarter ended 31 October 2005 till the date of this report that have not been reflected in the financial statements for the said period.

Changes in the Composition of the Group

There were no changes in the composition of the Group for the current quarter and financial year to date. 

12.
Changes in Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets

There was no contingent assets that had arisen since the last annual balance sheet date.

Certain purchasers have instituted legal proceedings against the subsidiary company, Magilds Park Sdn Bhd., for recovery of progressive payments paid to the subsidiary company amounting to RM314,503 and liquidated ascertained damages of RM93,682 of which RM300,151 has been accrued for in the financial statements.

No additional provision has been made as the legal proceedings are still pending.

A sub-contractor has instituted legal action against the subsidiary company, Magilds Park Sdn. Bhd., for the recovery of debts amounting to RM467,253 of which RM200,000 has been accrued in the financial statements.

The balance of claim amounting to RM267,253 has not been accrued in the financial statements as the outcome of this litigation is still pending.

Review of Performance of the Company and its Principal Subsidiaries

(a) For the current quarter ended 31 October 2005, the Group has recorded a pre-tax loss of RM8,848,581 as compared to pre-tax loss of RM788,464 for the preceding year’s corresponding quarter ended 31 October 2004.

(b) For the current financial year to date ended 31 October 2005, the Group has recorded a pre-tax loss of RM17,098,683 as compared to pre-tax loss of RM4,982,071 for the preceding year ended 31 October 2004. 

The relatively higher pre-tax loss is mainly due to loss from the sales of development land at Bukit Ceylon, Kuala Lumpur and Senawang Town Centre.

In the opinion of the Directors, the result for the current quarter and financial year to date have not been affected by any transactions or events of a material or unusual nature which has arisen between 31 October 2005 and the date of this announcement.  

2.

Material Changes in the Quarterly Results Compared to the Results of the Preceding Quarter

For the current quarter ended 31 October 2005, the Group has recorded a pre-tax loss of RM8,848,581 as compared to a pre-tax loss of RM8,250,102 for the previous quarter ended 31 July 2005. The pre-tax loss for the current quarter is mainly due to the loss from the sale of development land at Senawang Town Centre which was concluded during the quarter.
3.

Prospects for the Next Financial Year

Financial year 2006 is expected to be positive in view of the Government’s recent fiscal measures to rebuild  overall consumer confidence. With the continued consumer interest in residential housing developments, the Group will continue to concentrate on residential property development projects on choice locations.

Status of Corporate Proposals

As at the date of the report the rescue exercise duly approved by the shareholders at an Extraordinary General Meeting held on 20 August 1999 has been completed, save and except for the transfer of land title of the Ulu Kelang Project, which is in progress.

Group Borrowings and Debt Securities

The Group has fully settled the hire purchase liability as the motor vehicle has been disposed in the second quarter ended 30 April 2005.

10.

Off Balance Sheet Financial Instruments

The Group does not have any financial instruments with off balance sheet risk as at the date of this report.

11.

Material Litigation

Save as disclosed below, the Group is not engaged in any material litigation as at the date of this report.

On 12 April 1996, Lam Hong Kee Sdn. Bhd. (“LHKSB”) entered into a Sale and Purchase Agreement with Magilds Park Sdn. Bhd. (“MPSB”), a subsidiary of the Company, for the purchase of an industrial lot held under the land title H.S.(D) 37590 Lot No. 19694, Mukim of Batu, District of Gombak, Selangor Darul Ehsan at the purchase price of RM786,258. On 18 April 2000, LHKSB as the Plaintiff filed a suit against MPSB. LHKSB is claiming, among others for a refund of RM314,503 which they have paid in respect of the progressive payment towards the purchase price and a claim for the sum of RM92,394 being interest of the progressive purchase price paid. Upon MPSB’s application, the High Court has on 22 September 2004 struck out the Plaintiff’s claim with costs. However, the Plaintiff is entitled to appeal to the Court of Appeal against the High Court’s decision and has done so on 21 October 2004. The matter is now pending hearing at the Court of Appeal on a date to be fixed by the Court of Appeal.

 Provision has been made in the accounts of MPSB in accordance to legal advice.
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12.
Dividend  
There was no dividend proposed or declared for the current quarter and financial year to date.

13. Loss Per Share

(a)
The calculation of basic loss per share for the current quarter and financial year to date are based on the Group loss after tax of RM6,826,566 for the current quarter and RM15,107,058 for the financial year to date divided by 344,020,635 shares and 344,168,767 shares respectively, being the weighted average ordinary shares in issue excluding the weighted average treasury shares held by the Company. The calculation of basic loss per share for the preceding year corresponding quarter and year to date are based on Group loss after tax of RM905,254 and RM5,248,108 divided by weighted average ordinary shares in issue of 344,292,335.

(b)
The fully diluted loss per share for the current quarter and financial year to date and for the preceding year corresponding periods are not presented as the assumed conversion of the outstanding ICULS and reissue of the treasury shares are anti-dilutive.
