Review of Performance of the Company and its Principal Subsidiaries

For the 6 months ended 30 September 2009, the Group achieved a higher turnover but a lower net profit of RM109.27 million and RM4.50 million compared to RM103.60 million and RM7.61 million in the corresponding period last year. This is mainly attributable to higher marketing expenses incurred for the property development operation and losses recorded in the hotel operation as a result of slowdown in guests from the H1N1 influenza.
B2.
Material Changes in Profit Before Tax of the Current Quarter compared to the Preceding Quarter

For the quarter ended 30 September 2009, the Group registered lower profit before tax of RM3.53 million compared to RM5.19 million recorded in its preceding quarter ended 30 June 2009. The lower profit was mainly for charging out of the construction costs of show units as marketing expenses.
B3.
Prospects for the Current/Future Financial Year

The outlook for the remainder of 2009 is expected to be challenging arising from the global financial crisis and epidemic H1N1. However, with the recent pickup in sales of properties and hotel operations, there is positive sign of market improvement. 
In view of uncertain market condition, the Group will continue to adopt a cautious approach.
