Accounting Policies and Method of Computation

The interim financial report has been prepared in accordance with FRS 134 - Interim Financial Reporting and Chapter 9 Part K of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad. The same accounting policies and method of computation are followed in the interim financial statements as compared with the most recent annual financial statements for the year ended 31 March 2010 except for the adoption of the following new/revised FRS effective on or after 1 July 2009:

The adoption of the above pronouncement does not have significant impact on the Group except as disclosed below.

(a) FRS 101 : Presentation of financial statements

The revised FRS 101 separates owner and non-owner changes in equity. Therefore, the consolidated statement of changes in equity will now include only details of transactions with owners. All non-owner changes in equity are presented as a single line labelled as total comprehensive income.

The standard also introduces the statement of comprehensive income; presenting all items of income and expense recognised in the income statement, together with all other items of recognised income and expense, either in one single statement, or in two linked statements. In addition, a statement of financial position is required at the beginning of the earliest comparative period following a change in accounting policy, the correction of an error or the reclassifications of items in the financial statements. This revised FRS does not have any impact on the financial position and results of the Group and the Company.
(b) FRS 8: Operating Segments

As of 1 January 2010, the Group determines and presents operating segments based on information that is internally provided to the Board of Directors, who are the Group’s chief operating decision makers. This change in the accounting policy is due to the adoption of FRS 8. Previously operating segments were determined and presented in accordance with FRS 1142004, Segment Reporting.
Since the change in accounting policy only impacts presentation and disclosure aspects, there is no impact on the financial position of the results of the Group.
(c) FRS 139: Financial Instruments: Recognition and Measurement

i) Loans and receivables

Non-current receivables, previously measured at invoice amount and subject to impairment, are now classified as loans and receivables and measured at fair value plus transaction costs initially and subsequently, at amortised cost using the effective interest method. When loans and receivables are impaired, the carrying amount of the asset is reduced and the amount of the loss is recognised in profit or loss. Impairment loss is measured as the difference between the asset’s carrying amount and the present value of estimated future cash flows (excluding future credit losses that have not been incurred) discounted at the asset’s original effective interest rate.
If, in a subsequent period, the amount of the impairment loss decreases and the decrease can be related objectively to an event occurring after the impairment was recognised (such as an improvement in the debtor’s credit rating), the reversal of the previously recognized impairment loss is recognised in profit or loss.
ii) Available-for-sale financial assets (AFS)

Prior to 1 April 2010, the Group classified its investments in equity and debt instruments as non-current investments and carried at cost less impairment losses. Upon the adoption of FRS 139, these investments, except for those whose fair values cannot be reliably measured, are designated at 1 April 2010 as AFS financial assets. They are measured at fair value with changes in value recognised as a separate component of equity until the

assets are sold, or until the assets are determined to be impaired, at which time the cumulative gain or loss previously reported in equity is transferred to the income statement.
The Group has applied the new policies in relation to the financial instruments above in accordance with the transitional provisions in FRS 139 by recognising and re-measuring all financial assets and financial liabilities as at 1 April 2010 as appropriate. Accordingly, other investments are now renamed as available-for-sale financial assets and the related adjustments to the previous carrying amounts are made to the available-for-sale fair value reserve. Comparatives are not restated.

(b) Secondary reporting format – geographical segment

The operations of the Group are substantially carried out in Malaysia except for SDB Australia Pty Ltd and SDB Hotels Pty Ltd which are incorporated in Australia and SDB Asia Pte Ltd and SDB UK Pte Ltd which is incorporated in Singapore.

Valuation of property, plant and equipment

In line with the Group’s adoption of fair value method in relation to its investment properties, the Group’s property, land and buildings were revalued by Rahim & Co Chartered Surveyors Sdn Bhd (“Rahim & Co”) – for properties in Malaysia and Bernard Valuers & Real Estate Consultants Pte Ltd (“Bernard Valuer”) – for properties in Singapore, both are registered independent professional valuer as at 31 March 2011 on an open market basis for existing use.

The resulting net surplus of RM3.81 million has been recognised directly to the income statement.
The Group’s properties which categorised under property, plant and equipment (“PPE”) were also revalued by Rahim & Co and Bernard Valuer in Malaysia and Singapore respectively. 
The revaluation of PPE had resulted a net increase of RM32.19 million in Revaluation Reserve and this net surplus has been recognised to the comprehensive income statement.

Material Events Subsequent to the End of the Period

There are no material events subsequent to 31 March 2011 up to the date of this announcement that has not been reflected in the financial statements as at 31 March 2011 except for the following:
SDB Properties Sdn. Bhd. (“SDBP”), a wholly-owned subsidiary of SDB, had on 26 April 2011 entered into a Sale and Purchase Agreement with Webcon Sdn Bhd (“Webcon”) to acquire a piece of freehold land under Geran Mukim 3320, Lot 33945, Tempat Hulu Sungai Balak, Pekan Ceras, Daerah Hulu Langat, Negeri Selangor, measuring approximately 36,339 square metres  for a purchase price of Ringgit Malaysia Thirty One Million (RM31,000,000.00) only (“Purchase Price”).
SDBP had paid the sum of Ringgit Malaysia Three Million and One Hundred Thousand (RM3,100,000.00) only and the balance Purchase Price of Ringgit Malaysia Twenty-Seven Million and Nine Hundred Thousand (RM27,900,000.00) shall be paid within three (3) months commencing from the date of the Agreement.
None of the Directors, major shareholders and/or persons connected to the Directors and major shareholders of SDB, have any interest, direct or indirect, in the Acquisition.
As at the time of preparing this report, the transactions have yet to be completed.

Effects of Changes in the Composition of the Group


For the financial year todate:
SDB International Sdn. Bhd., a wholly-owned subsidiary of SDB had on 31 January 2011, acquired 100 percent equity interest of SDB UK Pte. Ltd. ("SDB UK"), comprising of one (1) ordinary share of S$1.00 each for a total cash consideration of S$1.00 (equivalent to RM2.45, based on the exchange rate of RM2.45 to S$1.00).

SDB UK was incorporated in Singapore on 31 January 2011. The principal activities of SDB UK are investment in property and property development.

The acquisition of SDB UK will not have any material effect on the earnings or net assets of the SDB Group for the year ending 31 March 2011.

None of the directors and/major shareholders of the SDB Group and persons connected with them have any interest, direct and/or indirect, in the above acquisition.

Review of Performance of the Company and its Principal Subsidiaries

For the 12 months ended 31 March 2011, the Group achieved a higher turnover and net profit of RM346.00 million and RM30.66 million compared to RM234.43 million and RM17.96 million in the corresponding period last year. This was mainly attributable to high sales achieved in the newly launched project, 20trees West located at Melawati, Five Stones located at SS2 Petaling Jaya and Gilstead Two, Singapore.
The revaluation of the Group’s Investment Properties had resulted net surplus of RM3.81 million compared to RM7.08 million in the corresponding last year.
B2.
Material Changes in Profit Before Tax of the Current Quarter compared to the Preceding Quarter

For the quarter ended 31 March 2011, the Group registered higher profit before tax of RM16.81 million compared to RM9.81 million recorded in its preceding quarter ended 31 December 2010. The higher profit was mainly due to high sales achieved of our development projects and the increase in fair value of the Group’s Investment Properties amounting to RM3.81 million.
B3.
Prospects for the Current/Future Financial Year

The outlook for the coming year is expected to remain challenging from uncertainties in the global financial crisis in the West. However, with unrecognized revenue of approximately RM700 million in hand, the Group expects the next financial year performance to be satisfactory.
