8. CHANGES IN THE COMPOSITION OF THE GROUP

On 28 April 2000, the Company has incorporated a wholly owned subsidiary, Wheels, Sails & Wings Superclub Sdn Bhd with an authorised share capital and issued and paid up share capital of RM100,000 and RM3 respectively, comprising of 100,000 and 3 ordinary shares of RM1 each.

On 3 May 2000, the Company further incorporated two wholly owned subsidiaries namely TimeClub.com Ltd and SuperTime .com Ltd in the British Virgin Islands with authorised and paid up share capital of both companies at USD 50,000 and USD 1 respectively.

9. STATUS OF CORPORATE PROPOSALS

Proposed Group Debt Restructuring

Commerce International Merchant Bankers Berhad (“CIMB”) has on 25 February 2000 on behalf of the Board submitted a revised proposal to the Securities Commission (“SC”) incorporating the Group’s revised debt restructuring proposal (“the Revised Proposal”) so that the Group may proceed with its debt-restructuring scheme under the Corporate Debt Restructuring Committee (“CDRC”) framework.  The Revised Proposal is further to our appeal made to the SC on 5 November 1999 (“the Appeal”) on certain of the approved terms and conditions that the SC has made to the original debt restructuring scheme (“the Original Proposal”) that has been submitted for the SC approval on 28 July 1999.

Subsequently on 8 May 2000, the SC approved the following revised proposal subject to certain term and conditions, all agreeable by the Company.

· The proposed settlement of the RM80,000,000 nominal value of 6% Irredeemable Convertible Unsecured Loan Stocks of the Company (“ICULS”) 1997/2002 via the issue of 80,000,000 new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each in the Company. The issue price of the company’s shares shall be fixed based on a 5-day weighted average market price prior to the price fixing date, subject to a discount to 10%. 

· The proposed grant of options by Dato’ Tan Jing Nam  and Encik Aznan bin Abdul Aziz (collectively known as the Grantors) to the existing shareholders of the Company (excluding the Grantors) to purchase the new Company’s shares arising from the ICULS Settlement at the price at which the new shares are issued, on the basis of one (1) option for every five (5) existing shares. 

· The Proposed Rights Issue of Shares in the Company on the basis of one new ordinary share for every two ordinary shares held after the Proposed ICULS 1997/2002 settlement at an issue price of RM1.00 per share.

· The Proposed Rights Issue of a new series of ICULS 2000/2005 with a nominal value of RM0.20 on the basis of one RM0.20 nominal value of ICULS 2000/2005 for every two ordinary shares held after the Proposed ICULS 1997/2002 settlement at an issue price of RM0.20 per ICULS. 

· The restructuring of the Group’s debts amounting to RM252.4 million as at 31 December 1998 will be paid from the proceeds of the Proposed Right issue of Shares and ICULS, with the balance of the debts being restructured into term loan. 

Following that, the Company announced on 11 May 2000 that the issue price of the new ordinary shares to be issued pursuant to the Proposed ICULS 1997/2002 settlement be fixed at RM1.41 per share representing a discount of 10% to the five day weighted average price of the Company’s shares to 10 May 2000 and the conversion price of the Proposed Right Issue of ICULS 2000/2005 be fixed at RM1.24 representing a discount of  10% to the five day weighted average theoretical ex-rights market price of the Company’s shares to 10 May 2000. 

Proposed Assets Swap

On 13 March 2000, the Company entered into a sale and purchase agreement to acquire 21.6 acres of freehold land for a total consideration of RM27,680,000/- to be fully satisfied by the disposal of Group’s wholly owned subsidiary namely, Tanah Bijana Sdn Bhd., and the Group’s entire interest in the associated companies namely, Damasara Realty (Pahang) Sdn Bhd and Dealco Sdn Bhd.

The acquisition and disposals are pending approvals from the relevant authorities and respective creditor banks and therefore the effect of which it has not been reflected in current quarter’s results.

10. SEASONAL OR CYCLICAL FACTORS

Our principal business operations are not significantly affected by seasonality or cyclical factors except for the property division, which is affected by the prevailing cyclical economic conditions.

11. ISSUANCES AND REPAYMENT OF DEBT AND EQUITY SECURITIES

There were no issuance and repayment of debts and equity securities, share buy-backs, share cancellations, shares held as treasury shares and resale of treasury shares for the financial period under review.

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17. MATERIAL CHANGES IN THE QUARTERLY RESULTS COMPARED TO THE RESULTS OF THE PRECEDING QUARTER

The Group recorded a profit after taxation of RM1.090 million compared RM 4.412 million recorded in the preceding quarter. The lower Group profit was mainly due to the festive seasons during the first quarter of the year which has resulted in shorter trading period leading to lower sales in our vacation ownership business and slower performance in the property development sector.

18. REVIEW OF PERFORMANCE OF THE COMPANY AND ITS PRINCIPAL SUBSIDIARIES 

The Group for the first quarter ended 31 March 2000 had achieved a profit after tax of RM1.090 million. The profit achieved for this quarter is due mainly to another splendid performance by our vacation ownership business under Tanco Resorts Berhad (“TRB”). The strong profit contribution from TRB has enabled the Group to cushion off the impact of the losses arising from our Property development sector. TRB continues to maintain its dominance and position of leadership in the industry through its focussed market development and market penetration strategies. 

Whilst there are signs of recovery from the property sector, we remain cautious in launching new phases while focusing on completing existing launched phases. We are confident that with the improving market sentiment, we will see our property division performing better.

     19. PROSPECTS FOR THE CURRENT FINANCIAL YEAR
With the country’s strong sustainable economic recovery, the expected continued strong performance of TRB and barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Board is optimistic that the performance for the year 2000 will be favourable.

20. VARIANCE OF ACTUAL PROFIT FROM FORECAST PROFIT
The company did not issue any profit forecast during the financial year.

21.  DIVIDEND

The Board does not recommend the payment of any dividend for the quarter ended 31 March 2000.

22.  YEAR 2000 COMPLIANCE

The Group experienced smooth transition during the year 2000 rollover.
