This acquisition has no impact on the financial position of the Group as the purchase consideration has been arrived at based on the NTA of GCSB.

REVIEW OF PERFORMANCE OF THE COMPANY AND ITS PRINCIPAL SUBSIDIARIES 

The Group for the half year ending 30 June 2008 had incurred a loss before taxation and minority interest of RM31.369 million as compared to the corresponding period loss of RM19.828 million, an adverse variance of RM11.541 million. The higher loss for the period is principally due to higher interest and operating costs as the Group refocus to bring up its operations following its successful completion of its debt restructuring scheme.

MATERIAL CHANGES IN THE QUARTERLY RESULTS COMPARED TO THE RESULTS OF THE PRECEDING QUARTER ENDED 31 MARCH 2008

The Group for this quarter ended 30 June 2008 has recorded a loss before taxation and minority interest of RM16.334 million as compared to a loss of RM15.034 million in the preceding quarter ended 31 March 2008, an adverse variance of RM1.3 million. The higher loss in this quarter is due principally to the higher interest cost incurred.

PROSPECTS FOR THE CURRENT FINANCIAL YEAR

The economic situation remains fluid and abounds with uncertainties and appropriate steps have been and will continue to be taken by the Group to deal with the numerous challenges faced by its businesses. Following the successful completion and implementation of its Composite Scheme and the funding support that the Group has secured from Lehman, the Group is presently working hard towards improving its financial position further.

B11. MATERIAL LITIGATION

As at 21 August 2008, the latest practicable date that is not earlier than 7 days from the issue of this quarterly report, the Group is not engaged in any material litigation except for:

i. a claim by a wholly owned subsidiary of the Company against its contractor for damages amounting to approximately RM43,961,956.20  including all general damages arising from the failure of the contractor to perform the works in a proper and satisfactory manner; 

ii. a claim by a Contractor against a wholly owned subsidiary of the Company for the sum of approximately RM45,576,325.06 allegedly for outstanding billings, finance & interest charges. This claim is related to the claim in paragraph (i) above; 

iii. claims by various purchasers a wholly owned subsidiary of the Company for liquidated damages for late delivery of vacant possession of the completed units and for refunds due to terminated Sale and Purchase Agreements, amounting to approximately RM505,663.96;

iv. a claim by a party against a wholly owned subsidiary of the Company for the sum of RM4,679,261.56 together with interest at the rate of 8.9% per annum from 24 October 2003 until realisation and damages by way of a counterclaim in a suit filed against the claimant allegedly for breach of certain terms and conditions of an agreement that the claimant has entered into;

v. a claim by a party against a wholly owned subsidiary of the Company for the sum of RM2,489,857.91 together with interest at the rate of 14% per annum from date of the Statement of Claim until realisation and damages allegedly for breach of certain terms and conditions of an agreement that the claimant has entered into with the subsidiary. This claim is related to the claim  in paragraph (iv) above;

vi. a claim by the Government of Malaysia against a wholly owned subsidiary of the Company for alleged statutory arrears amounting to RM1,073,550.43 together with interest and costs. This has resulted in a judgment claim for RM1,111,187.92.

Apart from the above, there is no other material litigation pending as at the date of this announcement.

The Board does not recommend the payment of any dividend for the financial period  ended 30 June 2008.

EARNINGS PER SHARE

The basic loss per share is calculated based on the Group’s loss for the period after taxation and minority interest of RM31.390 million and on number of ordinary shares in issue of 334,886,726.
