The Company registered a revenue of RM6.13 million for the current financial year to date, an increase of 22.3% as compared to the preceding year corresponding period.  The Company also recorded a pre-tax profit in the financial year to date of RM4.76 million against a pre-tax profit of RM2.67 million in the preceding year corresponding period. Despite the cessation of rubber cultivation from 1 May 2004, the higher revenue was mainly due to favourable prices of commodities.

Variation of results against preceding quarter


The current quarter’s recorded a pre-tax profit of RM3.22 million on a revenue of RM3.35 million as compared to a pre-tax profit of RM1.53 million on a revenue of RM2.78 million recorded in the immediate preceding quarter. The higher profit in the current quarter was substantially due to the investment income received and the gain on foreign exchange translation arising from the maturity of short term investment denominated in foreign currency. Additionally, the current quarter’s FFB crop increased by 29% that boosted revenue despite a lower average price.
