The Company registered revenue of RM2.61 million for the current quarter, a decrease of 6.14% as compared to the preceding year corresponding quarter. However the Company recorded a pre-tax profit in the current quarter of RM2.12 million against pre-tax profit of RM1.53 million in the preceding year corresponding quarter. The lower revenue was mainly due to a lower average commodities price despite an increase in production. The higher pre-tax profit was substantially due to gain on disposal of property of RM0.83 million.

Variation of results against preceding quarter


The current quarter’s recorded pre-tax profit of RM2.12 million on revenue of RM2.61 million as compared to pre-tax profit of RM3.58 million on revenue of RM3.24 million posted in the immediate preceding quarter.  The lower comparative revenue was mainly due to a decrease in production and a lower average commodities price.  Despite the gain on disposal of property in the current quarter, the pre-tax profit was lower due to the dividend income received and amount due from associated company written back recorded in the immediate preceding quarter.
