ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Accounting policies and methods of computation used in the above quarterly and yearly results are the same as that compared with the last annual financial statements. 

2 EXCEPTIONAL ITEM

There was no exceptional item for the quarter and year ended 31 December 2000.

3 EXTRAORDINARY ITEM

There was no extraordinary item for the quarter and year ended 31 December 2000.

4 TAXATION 

A deferred taxation charge of RM1.046 million was provided for the fourth quarter ended 31 December 2000.  The total deferred tax provision for the year to date amounted to RM2.8 million. During the year RM446K was recovered from Inland Revenue being refund of tax charged. The net taxation charge for the year was hence RM2.4 million.

5 PRE-ACQUISTION PROFITS

There was no pre-acquisition profits or losses for the quarter and year ended 31 December 2000.

6 INVESTMENT

There was no profits/losses arising on sale of investments or properties for the quarter and year ended 31 December 2000.

7 PARTICULARS OF PURCHASE OR DISPOSAL OF QUOTED SECURITIES

There was no purchase or disposal of quoted securities during the quarter and year ended 31 December 2000.

8 CHANGE IN COMPOSITION

On 1 January 2000, ALCOM transferred all assets and liabilities belonging to its extrusion business except for the land and building to a wholly owned subsidiary ALCOM EXTRUSION SDN BHD (AESB).  In return AESB allotted 30,560,000 ordinary shares of RM1 each to ALCOM. 

9 STATUS OF CORPORATE PROPOSALS

There is no corporate proposal announced which is pending completion at date of this report.
10 SEASONALITY OR CYCLICALITY OF OPERATIONS

The ALCOM Group’s operations were not subject to any seasonal or cyclical changes

11 DEBT/EQUITY SECURITIES AND SHARE BUY-BACKS

On 17 March 2000 the Company offered 4,148,000 share options to its employees under its Employee Share Option Scheme at share option price of RM2.48 per share, out of which 3,845,000 share options were accepted.  No employee has exercised the option to-date. During the quarter and year ended 31 December 2000, the Company did not issue or repay any debt or equity securities.  It was also not involved in any share buy-back or share cancellation.

13 CONTINGENT LIABILITIES

The ALCOM Group has no contingent liabilities as at date of this report. 

14 OFF BALANCE SHEET FINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS

ALCOM entered into an operating leasing facility with Aseamlease Berhad for the procurement of computer equipment.  The lease is for a period of 36 month.  As at 31 December 2000 RM485,986.00 had been drawn down under this facility.

15 MATERIAL  LITIGATION

There is no material litigation, which is not in the ordinary course of business as at date of this report.

16 SEGMENTAL REPORTING

The ALCOM Group is solely involved in the manufacturing of aluminium products and operates within Malaysia

17 MATERIAL CHANGES IN THE PROFIT BEFORE TAXATION

There was no material change in factors affecting the performance of the ALCOM Group for the quarter and year ended 31 December 2000.

18 REVIEW OF RESULTS

ALCOM registered a group turnover of RM75 million for the fourth quarter ended 31 December 2000. This represented an 8.5% increase from that achieved in the corresponding quarter in the previous year and a 6% decline when compared with the preceding quarter in the current year.  The Group turnover for the year of RM318 million was a new record and 12% higher than the year earlier. The demand for sheet products from the stamping industry declined from the earlier quarter levels.  In addition the long festive break in December 2000 affected production as well as shipment levels.  Export sales as a proportion of total sales for the year remained at 54%, which was the same as in the preceding year.  Coincidentally the export sales proportion for the quarter reviewed as a percentage of total shipments was also the same as the preceding quarter at 48%.  

The ALCOM Group attained a net income after tax and before minority interests of RM1.9 million for the quarter reviewed.  This represented a decline of 46% or RM1.6 million from the previous quarter level and 58% or RM2.65 million from that achieved in the corresponding quarter in year 1999. The Group profit before tax and minority interests for the year ended at RM14.9 million as compared to RM15.1 in the year before. The lower profitability reflects higher operating costs attributable to the surge in natural gas costs, which moved in tandem with rising oil prices. Pricing pressure was also an issue and resulted in a squeeze on margins, especially for extrusion and coated finstock products.  

The financial position of the ALCOM Group continued to remain strong and healthy with its cash reserves of RM13.9 million as compared with RM10.5 million at the end of the previous year. 

19 CURRENT YEAR PROSPECTS

The US economy is expected to experience a slowdown after an expansion of unprecedented proportions in the recent past.  Given that exports were the principal driver for Malaysia’s strong growth in 2000, lower demand from the US in 2001 could dampen the prospects in the coming year.

Exports as mentioned earlier constitute the larger proportion of the ALCOM Group’s sales.  The ALCOM Board is cognisant of the impact of changes in the global economic scenario.  Nevertheless, the ALCOM Board is confident that the management can overcome these challenges with the continued adherence to the Full Business Potential programme, a performance improvement process that seeks to maximise the productivity of its assets.

21 DIVIDENDS

The Board proposed that a tax exempt final ordinary dividend of 5% be paid in respect of the financial year ended 31 December 2000. (1999: 5.0% tax exempt which amounted to RM6,613,092)

The proposed dividend amounting to RM6,613,092 is subject  to the approval of the shareholders  and if approved, will be paid sometime in July this year.
