FRS 101, Presentation of Financial Statements 
The adoption of the revised FRS101 has affected the presentation of the minority interest in the consolidated balance sheet, income statement and the statement of changes in equity of the Group.  In prior years, minority interests at the balance sheet date were presented in the consolidated balance sheet separately from liabilities and as a deduction from net assets. Minority interests in the results of the Group for the year were also separately presented in the income statement as a deduction before arriving at the profit attributable to shareholders.

In the consolidated balance sheet, minority interest is now presented within equity, separately from the equity attributable to the equity holders of the Company.  In the consolidated income statement, minority interest is presented as an allocation of the net profit or loss for the period between the minority interests and the equity holders of the Company. On the face of the statement of changes equity, total recognised income and expenses for the period, showing separately the amount attributable to equity holders of the parent and to minority interest.
The current period’s presentation of the Group’s financial statements is based on the revised requirements of FRS101, with the comparatives restated to conform with the current period’s presentation.

There were no material commitments and contingent assets or liabilities as at the date of this report other than:-

(i) a bank guarantee issued by a subsidiary, in favour of a third party amounting to RM1,050,000/- as performance bond, and 

(ii) corporate guarantees issued by Java Incorporated Bhd in favour of a licensed bank amounting to RM1,526,000/- for the credit facilities granted to its subsidiaries.

Related party transactions
There were no significant related party transactions during the quarter except for rental of office premises amounting to RM34,266/- paid to Desa Samudra Sdn. Bhd., a company in which a director, Dato’ Choo Keng Weng has financial interest. This transaction has been entered into in the normal course of business and has been established in commercial terms.

15.
Review of Performance 


The revenue for the reported quarter of RM80.714 Million has increased as compared to that RM46.692 Million recorded for the corresponding quarter of last year.  The increase in revenue was mainly due to higher sales volume of downstream timber products and round logs.

At the operational level, the Group’s operating profit improved from RM4.103 Million recorded in the corresponding quarter of last year to the current quarter of RM22.403 Million. The increase in the operating profit was mainly attributable to the overall better timber prices achieved by the Group.

Included in the depreciation and amortisation is amortisation expenses of timber rights amounted to RM4.48 Million for the quarter.  This represents the exclusive rights of a subsidiary to extract and purchase all commercial timber logs extractable from a designated timber concession area located at the Sungai Pinangah Forest Reserve, Sabah.

The Group net profit for the reported quarter increased from RM2.458 Million to RM17.027 Million as compared to the corresponding quarter of last year.

Material Changes in results compared with immediate preceding quarter



The Group’s revenue for the reported quarter of RM80.714 Million is significantly lower than RM103.872 Million recorded for the immediate preceding quarter.  The operating profit (before amortisation) of the Group decreased from RM26.011 Million in the immediate preceding quarter to RM22.403 Million for the reported quarter.  

Despite the lower revenue and operating profit, the Group is still able to achieve good profit margin mainly attributable to the overall better timber prices.

The net profit of the Group increased from RM13.242 Million from the immediate preceding quarter to that of RM17.027 Million for the quarter under review.

Current year prospects
The Group’s earnings are expected to benefit from the continuous improvement in timber prices and demand for the timber products globally. The Group will continue to monitor the rising operational costs in order to maintain its profitability and also to improve its productivity and efficiency in the business operation.

Barring any unforeseen circumstance, the directors are optimistic that the Group’s performance for the current financial year will remain satisfactory.
