Review Of Performance


For the quarter ended 30 September 2002, the Group recorded a revenue of RM5.757 million and
loss before tax of RM1.384 million. The profit before tax and before share of results in associates stood at RM0.107million which was mainly attributable to larger project income with higher margins as well as reduced finance costs. However, the under performance of associated companies resulting in a share of losses totalling RM1.491million had turned the situation into a loss position. 
14.
Material Change In The Profit Before Taxation Compared To The Results Of Immediate Preceding Quarter

Loss before tax of RM1.384 million marked a significant improvement as compared to that of the previous quarter of RM70.347 million. However, the huge loss of the previous quarter was mainly due to the write off of goodwill of RM65.95 million. Should this be excluded from the comparison, the result of the  current quarter has reflected an improvement of RM3.013 million or 68.5%. The factors attributable to this significant improvement are threefold. Firstly, finance cost has been reduced. Secondly, no amortization of goodwill was charged to the income statement following the write off of goodwill in the previous quarter. Lastly, the performance of associated companies has shown improvement resulting in a lesser share of losses for the quarter under review of RM1.384 million as compared with RM3.770 million reported in the previous quarter.

15.
Commentary of Prospects

Amidst the current global sentiments as a result of developments in the Middle East, the Board is cautiously optimistic of the Group’s performance for the remaining periods of the current financial year. At the same time, the Group continues to streamline its existing operations with emphasis on cost cutting measures to enhance efficiency.

Persisting stiff competition in the cable industry continues to contribute towards the cable associates lack luster performance. However, they are expected to show gradual improvement to their results as indications show improvements to their order book levels.

Financial Forecast/Profit Guarantee


No financial forecast was announced or made hence there was no comparison between actual results and forecast.

17.
Tax


There was no tax charge in respect of the results of current quarter under review as unabsorbed loss was utilized to offset against profit generated by certain companies within the Group.

Potential tax benefits to be derived from unabsorbed losses was not recognized as deferred asset on prudence ground until there is strong evidence indicating that it is probable that future taxable profit will be available against which the unused tax losses can be utilized.
