Review Of Performance


For the current quarter ended 30 June 2005, the Group achieved revenue of RM3.604 million and reported loss of RM0.549 million compared to preceding year corresponding quarter’s reported revenue of RM3.455 million and reported loss of RM34.451 million.   The lower loss reported was mainly attributed  to the cessations of equity accounting for the associates’ negative result, which was fully impaired.   Furthermore, lower provision made to inventories  and receivables also contributed to a lower loss.
For the financial year ended 30 June 2005, the Group achieved revenue of RM19.885 million, and profit before tax of RM0.212 million as compared to last financial year’s reported revenue of RM18.568 million and loss before tax of RM49.223 million.
2.
Material Change In The Profit Before Taxation Compared To The Results Of Immediate Preceding Quarter


The Group generated a loss before tax of RM0.549 million during the quarter under review as compared to the immediate preceding quarter’s loss before tax of RM0.325 million due mainly to the accounting for provision made to inventories, receivables and expenses for the Group’s financial year end’s statutory obligations.

Commentary of Prospects


As the Group’s activities are mainly conducted domestically, the recent de-pegging of the Malaysian Ringgit against US Dollar is not expected to significantly impact the Group’s performance.  However, the continued volatility in oil prices could restrict economic growth for the country and thus, put pressure on the Group’s performance in the coming year ahead.
