The company recorded an after tax loss of RM31 million in the third quarter of this year compared to an after tax loss of RM27 million for the same quarter last year.  Turnover increased by 48% reflective of the strong rally in crude/product prices which began in mid-1999.  However, as prices rise, margins continue to be impacted by adverse price recovery lags in the controlled products sector. LPG margins were further reduced by the full quarter's effect of lower price recovery as a result of the downward revision of product cost benchmark by the Government of Malaysia.  



Refinery thruput averaged 64KBD in the current period compared to 75KBD in third quarter of 1999.  The lower crude rate was due to a ten day shutdown in July 2000 for minor maintenance work on the refinery process unit. In addition, low margins  did not support processing crude for export sales.
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Effective October 1, 2000, the Government of Malaysia increased the retail pump prices on unleaded gasoline and diesel by 10 sen and 5 sen per litre, respectively, whilst LPG prices was increased by 10 sen per kg.  This increase will reduce the government's subsidy on the sale of these products to consumers.

Demand for petroleum product is expected to increase with economic growth.  Although there will be further recovery of price lags in controlled products, volatile crude/product prices will continue to cause uncertainty in the overall margins.
