The Company's principal business of manufacturing and marketing of petroleum products in Malaysia is one business segment.

The Company's third quarter 2001 before tax profit of RM84 million was an improvement of RM 77 million from the second quarter, primarily due to  stronger marketing and refining margins.  The better margins reflected the impact of favorable price lag effects as a result of declining product costs across the quarter.

A review of the performance of the company and its principal subsidiaries, setting out material factors affecting the earnings and/or revenue of the company and the group for the current quarter and financial year-to-date.


The company recorded an after tax profit of RM59 million in the third quarter of this year, an improvement of RM 90 million versus an after tax loss of RM31 million in the same quarter last year.  Year-to-date after tax profit was RM85 million, compared to an after tax loss of RM32 million last year.  Results for the quarter and the year-to-date period were better than the same periods last year due to improved margins.  Marketing margins have improved in 2001, reflecting favorable price lag effects as a result of declining product costs across the year.  The reverse situation was experienced in most of 2000 when product costs were rising.  Refining margins have remained weak in 2001 but have improved versus the very depressed levels of last year.



Turnover in the third quarter of 2001 was RM1,049 million, about the same level as last year's third quarter.  Year-to-date 2001 turnover improved RM 280 million or 10% to RM3,071 million.  The improvement was driven by increased sales to other ExxonMobil affiliates. 



Port Dickson Refinery processed an average of 80 thousand barrels of crude per day (kbd) in the first nine months of 2001, 25% higher than the 64 kbd processed in the same period last year.  The increase in the refinery throughput rate was driven by higher sales volumes, better refining margins and the absence of a ten day shutdown in July 2000 for maintenance work.
