1.
Basis of preparation

Review of performance


For the nine months ended 31 March 2003, the Group achieved a pre-tax profit of RM34.4 million on a revenue of RM277.6 million. Profits came mainly from the Power and Property Divisions contributing RM27.1 million and RM7.2 million respectively offset by losses of RM1.9 million in the Engineering Division.


The Group also registered a share of profit in its associated company of RM4.2 million arising mainly from the disposal of the associated company’s remaining 40% equity interest in a former wholly-owned subsidiary company.

22.
Variation of results against preceding quarter


For the third quarter ended 31 March 2003, the Group’s revenue was RM91.9 million compared to RM89.7 million in the preceding quarter. The higher revenue was mainly due to higher sales in the Engineering Division.


The Group pre-tax profit for the third quarter before accounting for share of profits in associated company was higher at RM11.7 million compared to the preceding quarter of RM5.8 million. This was due to higher profit from Power and Property Divisions and the gain on disposal of a leasehold property.  The Group’s share of loss in an associated company for the third quarter was RM0.2 million compared to a share of profit of RM4.6 million in the preceding quarter arising mainly from the disposal of its remaining 40% equity interest in a former wholly-owned subsidiary company.  

23.
Current year prospects


The post-Iraq war period and the outbreak of the Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome (SARS) epidemic will continue to have an adverse lingering impact on the economic environment resulting in continuous uncertainties in the market place. Despite the challenging times the Board is cautiously optimistic that the Group will continue to be profitable for the remaining quarter of the current financial year.

Profit forecast


The Group did not issue any profit forecast or profit guarantee in these financial statements.

Basic earnings per share


The calculation of basic earnings per share for the quarter is based on the net profit attributable to ordinary shareholders of RM16,948,000 and  the number of ordinary shares in issue during the quarter of 236,000,000.
