Review of performance

The Group recorded a higher revenue of RM93.97 million for the current financial year to date as against RM91.64 million for the same period last year.  The corresponding profit before taxation of RM8.25 million is also higher as compared to RM4.87 million previously.  The improvement in the performance was attributable to higher sales.  

B2.

Comparison with immediate preceding quarter’s results


Group profit before tax of RM2.83 million for the current quarter was lower as compared to RM3.16 million in the preceding quarter.  The reduction in profit was due to lower turnover as a result of stiff market competition and significant increase in the prices of certain raw materials.

Prospects


The competition is keen and certain raw material prices are still rising.  However, the Board of Directors expect the performance of the fourth quarter to be satisfactory and the profit for the year to show an improvement over last year.

Diluted earnings per share
