8. Group Structure

The Group disposed of 56.61% equity interest in a listed subsidiary, C.I. Holdings Berhad, during the current financial year up to 31 March 2000.

9. Corporate Proposals

(a) As disclosed in the quarter ended 30 September 1999, Hume Cemboard Berhad (“HCB”) entered into a subscription agreement with Sebudi Holdings Sdn Bhd (“SHSB”) on 27 October 1999 to subscribe for shares in SHSB representing 99.99% of the proposed issued and paid up capital of SHSB for cash of RM20 million.  SHSB had on the same date entered into a sale and purchase agreement with Malex Manufacturing Sdn Bhd (“MMSB”) to acquire the assets and liabilities of MMSB for the continued operation of its fibre cement manufacturing business for a cash consideration of RM28.14 million.

HCB has obtained the approval of the Foreign Investment Committee for the subscription of shares by HCB in SHSB.  An Extraordinary General Meeting (“EGM”) will be convened to seek the approval of the stockholders of the Company as well as the shareholders of HCB and Camerlin Group Berhad, the holding company of MMSB.

(b) On 6 August 1999, O.Y.L. Industries Berhad (“OYLI”) and its wholly-owned subsidiary, O.Y.L. Overseas Limited (“OYLO”), had signed Sale of Shares Agreements for the acquisition of equity interests in the following companies which were approved by the stockholders/shareholders of HIMB and OYLI at the EGM held on 27 October 1999 :-

(i) USD1,960,000 capital contribution in Shenzhen O.Y.L. Electrical Co., Ltd (“SOYLEC”) representing 24.5% equity interest in SOYLEC by OYLI from Guoco Investments (China) Ltd (“GIC”) for a total cash consideration of USD3,077,429 (equivalent to RM11,694,230).  The acquisition has been completed;

(ii) USD70,000 capital contribution in Shanghai McQuay Air Conditioning Co., Ltd. (“SMAC”) representing 20% equity interest in SMAC by OYLO from GIC for a total cash consideration of USD 71,000 (equivalent to RM269,800).  Completion of the acquisition is pending approval from the Foreign Investor Administration Bureau of the People’s Republic of China;

(iii) 8,939,250 ordinary shares of HK$1.00 each in McQuay Asia (Hong Kong) Ltd (“MAHK”) representing 20% equity interest in MAHK by OYLO from GIC for a total cash consideration of USD1,064,000 (equivalent to RM4,043,200).  Transfer of shares from vendor to purchaser is pending clearance from the Inland Revenue Authority; and 

(iv) 735,000 ordinary shares of HK$1.00 each in McQuay Air-conditioning Ltd. (“MAL”) representing 24.5% equity interest in MAL by OYLO from GIC for a total cash consideration of USD80,000 (equivalent to RM304,000).  Transfer of shares from vendor to purchaser is pending clearance from the Inland Revenue Authority.

10. Effect of Seasonal or Cyclical Factors

There were no significant seasonal or cyclical factors which has materially affected the result of the operations of the Group for the current quarter, except for the Group’s Heating, Ventilation, Air-conditioning and Filtration (“HVAC”) overseas business which is seasonal to the extent of weather conditions experienced overseas.

17. Quarterly Analysis

The Group achieved a profit before taxation of RM30.8 million for the quarter ended 31 March 2000 compared with a profit before taxation of RM44.9 million for the quarter ended 31 December 1999.  The lower results was due mainly to retrenchment and severance cost incurred in connection with the Group’s HVAC’s restructuring of it’s industrial and freezer operations in the United Kingdom and the lower third quarter results of the Media group, which is consistent with the nature of its business.

18. Review of Performance

The Group recorded profit attributable to stockholders of RM6.0 million for the financial quarter under review, representing earnings of RM0.02 per stock unit.

For the 9 months ended 31 March 2000, the Group recorded a profit before taxation of RM106.6 million with profit attributable to stockholders of RM26.4 million, representing earnings of RM0.11 per stock unit.

19. Prospects For The Year 1999/2000

Barring unforeseen circumstances, the Board expects the Group’s performance to be sustainable in line with it’s present performance trend.

20. Profit forecast

This note is not applicable.

21. Dividend

The Board does not recommend any interim dividend for the quarter ended 31 March 2000.
