A11.	Changes in the composition of the Group 





	The changes in the composition of the Group for the current quarter and financial year, including business combinations, acquisition or disposal of subsidiary companies and long term investments, restructuring and discontinuing operations are as follows:-





(i)  On 27 November 2004, the Company acquired 1,500,000 ordinary shares representing 30% of the issued and paid up share capital of M&A Futures Sdn Bhd for a cash consideration of RM1,500,000. Prior to this acquisition, the Company holds 70% equity interest in M&A Futures Sdn Bhd. Following this acquisition, M&A Futures Sdn Bhd becomes a wholly-owned subsidiary of the Company. M&A Futures Sdn Bhd was incorporated on 20 September 1995 and its principal activity is futures broking.























A11.	Changes in the composition of the Group (Cont’d)





(ii) On 2 February 2005, the Company announced that its wholly-owned subsidiary company, Insas Technology Berhad, subscribed for 50,000 ordinary shares of HK1 each representing 100% equity interest in Media Lang Limited, a dormant company incorporated in Hong Kong on 24 January 2005 for a cash consideration of HKD50,000. The principal activity of Media Lang Limited is sale of multimedia products.





(iii) On 9 March 2005, the Company announced that its wholly-owned subsidiary company, Insas Worldwide Limited, a dormant company incorporated in the United Kingdom has been deregistered from the Register of Companies pursuant to Section 652 of the United Kingdom Companies Act, 1985.





(iv)	On 22 March 2005, the Company announced that its wholly-owned subsidiary company, Insas Technology Berhad, acquired 2 ordinary shares of RM1 each representing 100% equity interest in VigTech Labs Sdn Bhd (formerly known as Maxmacro Technology Sdn Bhd), a dormant company incorporated in Malaysia on 8 February 2005 for a cash consideration of RM2. The principal activity of VigTech Labs Sdn Bhd is development and provision of specialized software and secure solution for online payment.





(v)  On 5 July 2005, the Company announced that its wholly-owned subsidiary company, Topacres Sdn Bhd, has on 30 June 2005 subscribed for 720,000 ordinary shares of RM1 each at par representing 90% equity interest in Insas Properties Sdn Bhd (formerly known as Witaris Sdn Bhd), a dormant company incorporated in Malaysia on 7 February 2004.  The principal activity of Insas Properties Sdn Bhd is investment holding.





(vi) Insas Properties Sdn Bhd had on 30 June 2005 subscribed for 640,000 ordinary shares of RM1 each representing a 64% equity interest in Segar Raya Development Sdn Bhd for a cash consideration of RM640,000.  Segar Raya Development Sdn Bhd was incorporated on 22 November 2003 and its principal activity is property development.

	As at the date of this report, the Company has issued guarantees amounting to RM29,292,000 to financial institutions in respect of banking and credit facilities granted to its subsidiaries.

B1.	Review of Performance 	





	Current quarter against preceding year’s corresponding quarter 





	The Group reported revenue of RM41.04 million in the current quarter, an increase of 1.4% as compared with RM40.49 million in the preceding year’s corresponding quarter.  





Despite the increase in revenue, the Group reported a pre-tax loss of RM6.94 million for the current quarter as compared with a pre-tax profit of RM1.44 million in the preceding year’s corresponding quarter, mainly due to loss on trading of quoted securities of RM5.77mil and provision for doubtful debts of RM7.09mil incurred by the stock broking unit as a result of the weak market condition and lower profits registered by the IT and the fashions units in the current quarter as compared to the preceding year’s corresponding quarter.





	Financial year to date against preceding year





	For the year ended 30 June 2005, the Group registered revenue of RM179.55 million, an increase of 17.4% as compared to revenue of RM152.93 million in the preceding year ended 30 June 2004.  The increase in revenue was principally due to higher interest income reported by the stock broking and credit & leasing units, increased trading in quoted securities by the investment trading units and improved revenue reported by the IT, fashions and the Dome Café units in the current financial year.





Despite the increase in revenue, the Group reported a lower pre-tax profit of RM23.99 million for the year ended 30 June 2005 as compared to pre-tax profit of RM43.58 million for the preceding year ended 30 June 2004, mainly due to lower gain on disposal of quoted securities of RM535,000 (2004 : RM16.27 million) and provision for doubtful debts of RM7.2mil (2004 : RM218,000) in the current financial year.





 





 


 B2.	Comments on material changes in the revenue and profit before taxation for the quarter as compared with the immediate preceding quarter





	The Group reported revenue of RM41.04 million in the current quarter, a decrease of 9.8% over the revenue of RM45.54 million for the preceding quarter. The higher revenue reported in the preceding quarter was mainly due to the exceptional higher revenue reported by the IT unit of RM12.70 million in the preceding quarter as compared to RM7.93 million in the current quarter.





	For the current quarter, the Group registered a pre-tax loss of RM6.94 million as compared with a pre-tax profit of RM10.87 million for the preceding quarter mainly due to loss from disposal of quoted securities of RM5.77 million in current quarter (Q3 : Gain of RM5.74 million), provision for doubtful debts of RM7.09mil  (Q3 : RM63,000) and lower profits reported by the IT and the fashion units in current quarter.

	Proposed Listing of Insas Technology Berhad (“Insas Technology”), a wholly owned subsidiary of Insas Berhad (“Insas”), on the Mesdaq market of the Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (“Mesdaq”).
