The subsidiary is not agreeable to the judgement and has decided to appeal on a Case Stated to the High Court.

The lower revenue in current quarter as compared to the same period last year is due to lower price of refined oil sold. In spite of the write-back of impairment on quoted investments, the profit for the first half year of 2009 is still lower than that of 2008 due to lower contribution from the property development, hotel and plantation segments.
