B1.
Review of the Performance of the Company and its Principal Subsidiaries

The Group achieved a revenue of RM402.8 million for the current quarter representing a growth of 14.1% over prior year corresponding quarter of RM353.0 million. The KFC Restaurant Segment and Integrated Poultry Segment achieved a 15.5% and 9.1% revenue growth to RM309.2 million (2006 : RM267.7 million) and RM75.2 million (2006 : RM68.9 million) respectively.
It registered a profit before tax of RM33.0 in the current quarter as against previous year’s corresponding period of RM27.3 million.
Revenue

The Group’s revenue for the period under review improved primarily from its continuing strategy of network expansion and its effective KFC Marketing programs.  The growth in the integrated poultry segment was attributed to better sales to the KFC restaurants and improvement in export and local open market sales.  Prior year corresponding period revenue was adversely affected by Avian Flu.

Profitability

(a)
KFC Restaurants Segment

The restaurant segment profit growth of 15.4% to RM28.4 million (2006 : RM24.6 million) was primarily attributed to :-

Malaysia Operations

(i)
continuing network expansion where nine new restaurants were opened during the period under review ;
(ii) 
eight existing restaurants were remodelled during the current quarter which boosted sales ; and 

(iii)
innovative new products were launched such as Alaskan Fish Burger, Variety Bucket with Fish Fingers and new X-meal combos.

The better profit from the improved throughput was however negated by the increased cost of raw materials such as cooking oil and flour during the quarter under review and electricity and water tariffs increase in the second half of 2006.

Singapore Operations

The well-received promotional campaigns such as the Chinese New Year Treasure Feasts and ‘30th Anniversary’ campaign in Singapore drove sales and transactions at the restaurants .
(b)
Integrated Poultry Segment
The significant growth in profitability in this segment to RM3.4 million (2006 : RM1.7 million) was attributed to better margin from the improved pricing and sales of its Ayamas products as compared to prior year’s corresponding quarter which were adversely affected by the impact of Avian Flu.
The segment profitability was however dampened by the higher cost of commodities such as corn, soyabean and palm oil which reduced the profitability of the Feedmill division.
B2.
Material Changes in the Quarterly Results 


The Group’s revenue decreased by 3.8% to RM402.8 million for the current quarter as against RM418.5 million in the previous quarter. Correspondingly, profit before tax decreased by 22.2% to RM33.0 million for the current quarter from RM42.4 million in the previous quarter. As a result, earnings per share decreased from 15.06 sen in the previous quarter to 11.46 sen in the current quarter.


The lower profit in the current quarter was attributed to lower turnover from its KFC restaurant business and higher commodities cost of imported raw material which negatively impacted its feedmill operations.

B3.
Current Year Prospects

Malaysia is expected to achieve an annual economic growth of up to 6.0%  whilst Singapore  is expected to grow by 4.5%-6.5% in 2007. Based on advance estimates, Singapore economy registered a growth of 6% in the first quarter 2007.
The Statistics Department had reported that inflation has moderated to 2.6% in the first quarter 2007 from a high of 4.8% in March 2006 and it is expected that the full year inflation rate be at 2.2%.  This was partly contributed by the continued strengthening of Ringgit Malaysia which would mitigate the continuing strength of the prices of the Group’s imported raw materials such as corn and soyabean meal.
The lower inflation rate coupled with the implementation of the development projects under the Ninth Malaysia Plan will drive economic growth and potentially improve domestic demand for goods and services.  The recent announcement  by the Government of salary increases for the civil servants will further boost consumer demand.

With these ‘feel good’ factors, the Board is confident of better performance for the balance of the year.  The Group will take measures to improve its performance by introducing more product offerings that focus on value to customers. In addition, the Group will continue to derive better cost efficiencies across all functions and focus on productivity at the restaurants and manufacturing facilities.

The RM300 million Islamic Notes based on the Syariah Principle of Al-Bai’ Bithaman Ajil (“ABBA NIF”) are redeemable semi-annually over a period of 4 years commencing from the third quarter of year 2004.

On 20/07/2005, the Plaintiff, a former Managing Director of the Company filed the Writ of Summons and Statement of Claim seeking damages and orders that resolution dated 11/07/2005 suspending the Plaintiff as the Managing Director is void, a declaration that the appointment of 1st- 4th Defendants is void, a declaration that all resolutions of the Board of Directors post 29/4/2005 is null and void and also for damages.

KFCH filed its defence on 26/08/2005.

On 19/09/2005, the Plaintiff filed a reply to the KFCH’s defence.

Plaintiff filed an application by way of Summons in Chambers for an injunction but was subsequently withdrawn.

On 7/9/2006, the Plaintiff has withdrawn the suit with cost to be taxed and with no liberty to file afresh.

b) 
KL HIGH COURT SUIT NO. D1-24-324-2005
Plaintiff v KFC Holdings (Malaysia) Bhd

On 6/9/2005, the Plaintiff filed the Originating Summons seeking, inter alia, declaratory orders in relation to the avoidance of his contract of appointment as Group Managing Director.

On 20/9/2005, the Defendant has filed appearance and filed the Defendant’s first Affidavit in Reply on 12/10/2005. The Defendant also gave notice of counterclaim against the Plaintiff for the return of 2 vehicles which the Plaintiff took possession of pursuant to his contract of appointment, damages for failure to deliver-up the 2 vehicles, damages for breach of fiduciary duties, full and/or partial restitution for all emoluments and benefits received, interest and costs. The manner in which the Defendant’s counterclaim is to proceed is pending direction from the Court. 

The Court has fixed the matter  for mention on 26/7/2007 for the parties to resubmit the written submission.

HIGH COURT OF KUALA LUMPUR SUIT NO. S3-23-54-2005
Plaintiff v KFC Holdings (Malaysia) Bhd

On 9/9/2005, the Plaintiff filed the Writ of Summons and the Statement of Claim claiming for damages, including aggravated damages, in the sum of RM25 million for libel and/or malicious falsehood and an injunction restraining the Defendant whether by itself, its servants or agents or otherwise, from publishing or causing to be published the same or similar words defamatory of the Plaintiff.

The Defendant’s Solicitors have filed appearance on 9/9/2005 and they have filed the Defendant’s defence on 29/12/2005.
