15  Performance Review

The Group’s revenue for the current financial period ended 30 September 2005 of RM46,720,718 was on par with that of RM46,693,547 registered in the corresponding period of 2004. There was not much improvement in the revenue as a result of the prevailing price competition and slow retail market demand, especially in the Indochina operation.


The Group’s pre-tax profit for the period ended 30 September 2005 of RM2,616,958 was RM462,130 or 21% higher than that of the previous corresponding period of RM2,154,828.  The improvement in earnings was primarily due to higher non-operating income registered in the first half of 2005 coupled with interest income. 

16 Comment on Material Change in Profit Before Taxation

Profit before taxation for the current quarter ended 30 September 2005 decreased from RM854,752 as reported in previous quarter ended 30 June 2005 to RM765,948.  The Group registered a lower profit in the third quarter of 2005 as a result of softer trading environment.
17  Commentary on Prospects

The retail scene in Malaysia continues to evolve in the face of both internal and external economic challenges and uncertainties.  However, the Group will continue to excel in the competitive retail environments.  The Board is confident that the performance of the Group for the financial year 2005 will remain satisfactory.
