16  Review of the Group Results for the Year Ended 31 December 2010
During the year under review, the Group recorded an 18% growth in revenue from RM93.03 million to RM109.89 million due to higher revenue contribution from its local distribution businesses.    The Group registered a pre-tax profit of RM11.40 million or 62% higher compared to pre-tax profit of RM7.04 million in the previous year.  The improvement is attributable to higher sales turnover from local sales and better margin due to strengthening of Ringgit against US dollars.
17  Variation of Results Against the Immediate Preceding Quarter
The current quarter revenue of RM30.72 million is 7% higher than the immediate preceding quarter of RM28.74 million due to additional revenue contribution from its two new distribution businesses of Musical Keyboard and Digital Camera and higher revenue from its existing Time Piece business.  Profit before taxation for the current quarter ended 31 December 2010 of RM3.69 million was 32% higher as compared to RM2.79 million registered in the immediate preceding quarter ended 30 September 2010 mainly due to higher sales turnover from local sales and better margin due to strengthening of Ringgit against US dollars.   
18  Commentary on Prospects

In view of developing Asia’s stronger domestic demand, the Group anticipates the revenue growth for its local distribution businesses to continue despite the challenges of uncertain economic turnaround outside Asia.  The Board is confident that the performance of the Group will remain positive in 2011.
